The 1st is in Iowa's southeast corner along the 
Mississippi River. Republican Fred Schwengel was 
defeated in 1972 by Democrat Ed Mezvinsky. This 
year's GOP candidate, Jim Leach, ran a good race 
against Mezvinsky, a member of the House Judiciary 
Committee, in 1974.

Maryland. From every sign, Republi­
can Senator ]. Gle nn Beall, Jr., 49, will 
be dumped by Maryland voters. 

Beall was a narrow victor six years ago 
over a Democratic incumbent with 
problems in his own party. This year, 
Democrats in this heavily Democratic 
State are unified behind their Senate 
candidate, U.S. Representative Paul S. 
Sarbanes, 43, of Baltimore. 

A Rhodes Scholar of Greek desce , 
Sarbanes is expected to draw a big vote 
in the blue-collar neighborhoods of Bal­
timore, the liberal northern suburbs of 
Washington, D.C., and in Maryland's ru­
ral Eastern Shore, where he was born. 

Vermont. Republican Senator Robert 
T. Stafford, 63, is in a close race with 
current Democratic Governor Thomas 
P. Salmon, 44. 

Since winning a special Senate elec­
tion in 1972, Stafford has compiled a 
moderately liberal voting record. This 
has helped him with some elements in 

Vermont, such as organized labor, but 
has hurt him among rock-ribbed Yankee 
conservatives. 

Stafford is rated a lackluster cam­
paigner, in contrast to Salmon, who 
comes on strong in stump appearances. 
But Salmon, too, has problems. One is 
continuing resentment over a tax in­
crease he proposed as Governor.

OniO:-Republican Senator Robert Taft, 
Jr., 59, is locked in a tight contest with 
former Democratic Senator Ho,vard \1. 
Metzenbaum, 59. 

Taft has not established a strong hold 
on Ohio voters during his one term in 
the Senate. Past health problems have 
been part of the trouble. 

Metzenbaum is a Cleveland million­
aire who was appointed to the Senate in 
late 1973 but lost to John H. Glenn in 
the 1974 Democratic primary. 

Experts think Taft has a slim edge, but 
that a big Ohio victory by Jimmy Carter 
ould pull Metzenbaum in. 

York. It will take a big last­
minute shift in voter sentiment to rescue 
Conservative-Republican Senator James 
L. Buckley, 53, from defeat. 

A first-termer, Buckley won in 1970 in 
a three-way race with only 39 per cent 
of the vote. Although his strongly con­
servative stance has proven more popu­
lar in New York than many expected, 
Buckley apparently is being outflanked. 

The Democratic nominee is former 
Ambassador to the United Nations Dan­
iel P. Moynihan, 49, a moderate \Vho is 

getting strong Jewish support and draw­
ing Catholic votes crucial to Buckley. 

A Gannett News Service poll pub­
lished on October 17 shows '.\foynihan 
holding a 10-point lead. 

OPEN SEATS 
Arizona. A brutal primary fight has 

made Re publicans the underdogs in the 
race for the seat of Republican Senator 
Paul J. Fannin, 69, who is retiring. 

The badly scarred Republican nomi­
nee is U.S. Representative Sam Steiger, 
47, an ebullient, wisecracking campaign­
er labeled by Democrats as more of a 
"stand-up comic" than a statesman. 

Steiger has stepped up his attack on 
the Democratic nominee, Dennis De­
Concini, 39, contending that when he 
was a county prosecutor, "he never fired 
a shot" in the war against crime. 

Hawaii. Republicans are expected to 
lose a seat with· the retirement of Sena­
tor Hiram L. Fong, 69. Hawaii normally 
votes Democratic in Statewide races. · 

For the Fong seat, the Democrats 
have nominated U.S. Representative 
Spark M. Matsunaga, 60. With a united 
party behind him, Matsunaga is expect­
ed to beat Republican William F. Quinn, 
57, a former Hawaii Governor. 

Michigan. Democrats are expected to 
keep control of the Senate seat being 
vacated by Philip A. Hart, 63. 

Their nominee is U.S. Representative 
Donald W. Riegle, Jr., 38, an outspoken 
reformer who bolted the Republican 
Party in .1973. Riegle took a substantial
