I understand from a fairly reliable source, that DMI did an
ITlinois primary poll during the week of December 1 which shows
the President with a 48 to 36 lead over Reagan. If this is
correct, this represents a decline in the President's support

of 14% and an increase in Reagan's support of 9% during November.
