The members 
of the Imperial Family, the Prime 
Minister, and Secretary Kiss inger 
follow.

NOTE: 	 Since the Japanese drive on the left 
side of the road, you will always 
enter and depart vehicles on the 
left side. The rear left seat is the 
seat of honor. In this case, you board 
first and slide over to the right.
