Thank you for referring to the Smithsonian Institution for 
commentS. J. Res. 42 providing for the reappointment of Dr. John 
Nicholas Brown as citizen regent of the Board of Regents of the 
Smithsonian Institution. 

The manner of appointment and terms of office of regents 
of the class other than Members of Congress are set forth in 
20 U.S. c. 43. At its meeting on January 24, 1975, the Board 
of Regents voted unanimously to request Congressional members 
of the Board to introduce legislation to provide for the reappoint­
ment of Dr. Brown, whose current term expired on June 13, 
1975, for the statutory term of six years. 

Dr. Brown is a resident of Rhode Island and was initially 
appointed to the Board of Regents on March 14, 1957. His 
long and dedicated service has provided an important continuum 
in the affairs of the Institution. He serves as chairman of the 
National Armed Forces Museum Advisory Board, which is 
described in 20 U.S. C. 80, and has been chairman of the National 
Portrait Gallery Commission since its inception.
