Purgose

Amends the Defense Production Act to extend the time during
which the recently created National Commission on Supplies and
Shortages may carry out its functions.

Discussion

P.L. 93-426, approved September 30, 1974, amended the Defense
Production Act to establish a National Commission on Supplies
and Shortages. The bill stated that this Commission would:

"...facilitate more effective and informal
responses to resource and commodity shortages
and...report to the President and the Congress
on needed institutional adjustments for ex-
amining and predicting shortages and on the
existence or possibility of shortages with
respect to essential resources and commodities."



The Commission, whose period for performance has already been
extended once by P.L. 94-9 signed March 21, 1975, was required
by that Act to report by June 30, 1975, with specific recom-
mendations to the President and the Congress on the need for
institutional adjustments to avoid supply shortages. It was
authorized to make further reports and recommendations as it
deemed appropriate until December 31, 1975, when its substan-
tive authority would expire.

In addition to the unrealistically early reporting deadlines,
problems have developed with nominating Commission members who
are not subject to conflicts of interest and in obtaining top
secret clearances for nominees. As of the present date, the
Commission has not yet become operational.

The enrclled resolution would further amend the provisions of

the Defense Production Act relating to the National Commission
on Supplies and Shortages to: (1) permit the President to de-
signate additional non-voting ex officio members of the Commis-
sion from agencies having jurisdiction over areas being consi-
dered by the Commission; (2) extend the deadline for the required
initial report from June 30, 1975 to March 31, 1976 and the
deadline for subsequent reports from December 31, 1975 to October
1, 1976; and (3) extend the Commission's authorization to spend
funds commensurately.

The enrolled resolution does not authorize additional appropri-~
ations beyond the $500,000 originally authorized. Since the
initial appropriation of $287,000 for the Commission was based
on an expected six-month period of operations, the extension of
its life provided by this resolution may require the Commission
to request additicnal funds.

While the Commission has had difficulty becoming organized,
there is no reason to believe the Commission cannot complete
its work within the new deadlines.

Reference is made to your request for the views of this
Department on the enrolled enactment of H.J. Res. 560, "To amend
the Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended, to extend the
National Commission on Supplies and Shortages."”

The enrolled enactment would extend the time in which the
Commission is authorized to file its report from June 30, 1975
until March 31, 19763 would extend the life of the Commission from
December 31, 1975 until October 1, 1976; and would continue the
authorization of appropriations until October 1, 1976. The extension
is needed because, after its establishment by Public Law 93~426 of
September 30, 1974, the Commission did not begin operating in time to
meet its original schedule.

Hoint Resolution

To amend the Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended, to extend the
National Commission on Supplies and Shortages.

Resolved by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, That subsections (d) (2),
(h), (i) (2), and (1) of section 720 of the Defense Production Act of
1950, as amended, are amended to read as follows:

“(2) Strike semicolon following ‘compensation’ and add: ¢, and may
appoint additional nonvoting ex officio members from agencies having
jurisdiction over areas being considered by the Commission;’

“(h) In the first sentence strike out ‘June 30, 1975’ and insert
‘March 31, 1976°. In the second sentence strike out ‘December 31, 1975’
and insert ‘October 1, 1976".

“(2) In the second sentence strike out ‘to remain available until
De'azce’mber 31, 1975’ and insert ‘to remain available until October 1,
1976°.

“(1) Strike out ‘to remain available until December 31, 1975 and
insert ‘to remain available until October 1, 1976°.”
