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Discussion 

The enrolled resolution effects a decrease of $66,967,000 from your 
transition quarter request for the replacercent, repair, and restoration 
of facilities, equipm:mt, and supplies that were destroyed or danaged by 
Typhoon Parrela, 'Which struck Guam on l-1iay 21, 1976. 

0 Instead of providing your $44.1 million budget authority 
request for operation and maintenance, the COngress 
provides a $30.9 million transfer of 1976 and transition 
quarter unobligated balanres. In its report, the Senate 
Appropriations Ccmnittee stated that any additional funds 
not absorbed in 1977 should be resubmitted as a 1977 
supplerre:ntal. 

0 For military construction and family housing, a 
reduction of $22. 8 million is effected based on savings 
resulting fran anticipated bidding and the identification 
of certain Navy projects 'Which-in the language of the 
House Appropriations Ccmnittee report-"should be deferred." 

These changes decrease spending. by $3 million in the transition quarter, 
by $17 million in 1977, and by $12 million in 1978. 

In addition, the COngress has provided your following requests of: 

0 $500 million in transition quarter funds to ensure 
that the financial status of the u.s. Postal Service 
does not further deteriorate pending a report by the 
COrrmission on Postal Servia; by lt1iarch 15, 1977. This 
appropriation is in accordance with and carries out 
the Administration's agreerrent with the House and 
Senate leadership that culminated in the passage of 
H.R. 8603, the Postal Arrendrrents Act of 1976. The 
COngress did not act on your request for a like 
a.rrount in 1977, but the Postal Service is reconciled 
to waiting until next spring for requesting a supple­
rrental for the additional funds. 

0 $200 million for paym:mt of claims resulting from 
the failure of the Teton Dam in Idaho. 

0 $47 million for claims and judgnents rendered 
against the United States. 

0 $1 million for refunds to World War II contractors 
under the Renegotiation Act. 
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The Congress also provides $2.1 million for the orderly transition fran 
one administration to the next. These funds would be authorized under an 
arcendrrent to the Presidential Transition Act which has passed the House 
and is expected to pass the Senate. The arcendnent provides $2 million 
for the transition expenditures of the President and Vice President elect 
and $1 million for the fo:rner President and Vice President. '!he 
division of funds between the President and the Vice President is not 
specified in either case nor does the bill specifically address the 
question of a change only of the Vice President. You requested only an 
additional $100,000 for the anticipated Vice Presidential transition. 
The $2.1 million in the enrolled bill, together with $900,000 provided 
in an earlier bill, brings the appropriation up to the revised authoriza­
tion level of $3 million. 

Recormendation 

Because the need for the transition quarter funds is urgent, I 
recormend that you sign the enrolled resolution by 'Ihursday noon, 
Septerrber 30.

The Committee on Appropriations, to which was referred House 
Joint Resolution 1096, making supplemental appropriations for the 
Department of Defense for the repair and replacement of facilities 
on Guam damaged or destroyed by Typhoon Pamela, and for other 
purposes, reports the same to the Senate with amendments and with 
the recommendation that the joint resolution be passed; and presents 
herewith information relative to the changes recommended. 

SUMMARY OF THE RESOLUTION 

A grand total of $365,363,838 in new budget (obligational) author­
ity is recommended in the resolution by the Committee, of which 
$115,312,000 is for the transition period ending September 30, 1976, 
and $250,051,838 is for fiscal year 1977. The Committee recommenda­
tion is $73,688,000 below the supplemental budget estimates for the 
transition period and is $2,100,000 above the budget estimates for 
fiscal year 1977. The House Joint Resolution as passed by the House 
included only the transition period appropriation for the typhoon 
damage on Guam in the amount of $163,073,000. The Committee al­
lowance for the same appropriation is $115,312,000, a reduction of 
$47,761,000 from the House allowance. Additionally, the Committee 
has included several urgent items for which budget estimates have 
been submitted by the President for fiscal year 1977. Details with re­
spect to each of these recommended items are included herein.

The Committee recommends appropriations totaling $18,639,000 for 
repair and restoration of facilities on Guam. This is $12,261,000 less 
than the House allowance and $25,497,000 below the supplemental 
budget estimate. All of the funds recommended by the Committee are 
to be derived by transfer of unobligated balances of fiscal year 1976 
and transition funding not now contemplated for obligation during 
the transition quarter. 

The Committee was advised by the Department of Defense that a 
total of $18,639,000 had already been obligated for the most urgent 
clean-up and restoration requirements. These funds were derived by 
deferring other fiscal year 1976 and Transition quarter operation and 
maintenance-funded projects. The remainder of the supplemental re­
quest is basically planned for use during fiscal year 1977. 

The House Joint Resolution made the funds available not only in 
the Transition quarter, but also during fiscal year 1977. The Commit­
tee believes it would be unwise to make operation and maintenance 
funds available for obligation in more than one fiscal year, and, there­
fore, has recommended striking that portion of the House .Joint Reso­
lution. In addition, it appears that some of the funds requested are 
not directly related to typhoon damage. Furthermore, in view of the 
actions taken on the fiscal year 1977 appropriations bill, it may be pos­
sible to accommodate some of this request within the available fiscal 
year 1977 appropriation. (It should be noted that the fiscal year 1977 
operation and maintenance appropriations are 12.3 percent more than 
the comparable amounts appropriated for fiscal year 1976. On Septem­
ber 15, 1976, the Army proposed to cancel operation and maintenance 
projects of $36 million planned for fiscal year 1977 and reprogram 
these funds for purposes other than originally budgeted. If the repro­
gramming should be denied, the Department of Defense might con­
sider applying these funds toward requirements in Guam.) 

In summary, the Committee is recommending a total appropriation 
of $18,639,000 for the Transition quarter (the amount actually obli­
gated to date), all of which is to be derived bv transfer of available 
unobligated balances. The Navy and Air Force are directed to reex­
amine their requests and attempt to absorb anv additional funds re-
quired in fiscal year 1977. • 

Particular attention should be paid to elimination of requests for 
non-appropriated fund activities, or for items not relating to repair 
of typhoon damage. To the extent that these funds cannot be absorbed 
within fiscal year 1977 funds available, they should be submitted along 
with the pay supplemental in January 1977.

The additional adjustments recommended by the Committee. ba~ic­
ally reflect actions proposed in the. c~mpanion Se~ate author1zat~on 
bill, which authorizes the appropnat10n of $106,424,000 for spec.Ific 
pro)ects. In addition, $8,888,000 has been added.for neces~ary planmng 
and desiQ'll effort which is permanently authonzed. Notmg that ll!any 
projects ~were de~ied authorization with?u~ prejudice, the Comm~ttee 
in similar manner will consider appropnat10ns f~r any other proJ~cts 
subsequently authorized. In particu~ar, th~ 9omm1ttee does ~o~ beheye 
that the matter of the Ship Repau FaCih_tr has been satisfactorily 
resolved, and essential rest~ration ?f the activity may ~rov~ neces~ary. 

Notwithstanding compliance w1th proposed autho~"Izati?n act10ns, 
the Committee believes that much of t~e .effort co?-~amed m the sup­
plemental request falls under the author1zmg prov1~1ons of perma~ent 
law, particularly 10 U.S.C. 2673, and does not reqmre ne": autho!l~a­
tion. The Department of Defense, however, interpreted t~1s prov1s~on 
to be limited to specific and isolated instances o~ natural diSaster, with 
the further requirement that necessary fundmg be. ~eprogrammed 
within existing availability. The Department al:s<> behev~d th~t the 
magnitude of the request dictated full Congressional review VIa the 
authorization process. . . 

The Committee is of the decided opinion that proJects des1gn~d ~o 
replace, in kind, facilities damaged by the typhoon clearly fall wit~m 
the authorizing proy~sions .of 10 .U.S.C. 26731 and that !estoratl?n 
should have been imtmted tmmed1ately to avOid degrada~1?n of m~s­
sion effectiveness and/or further deterioration of the fac1hty. Wh1le 
initially financed through reprogramming, the rest~ra~ion would have 
then formed the basis of a supplemental appropnatlons r~ql!est for 
the net additional amount required. Revie-w of the appropnabons re-
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quest would have also served the purpose of Congressional review. 
The Committee is concerned that the process of obtaining bot~ au­
thorization and appropriations for the supplemental has resulted man 
untimely delay in responding to this natural disaster, particularly 
when the legal authority exists for an adequate response.

The Committee recommends an additional amount of $200,000,000 
for fiscal year 1977, the same as the budget request, for payment of 
claims resulting from the failure of the Teton Dam in Idaho. 

The Construction and Rehabilitation appropriation provided $200 
million in the transition period for payment of clah~1s res~lting from 
the failure of Teton Dam, a feature of the Teton Basm ProJect, Lower 
Teton Division in Idaho. Water flowing from the structure on June 5, 
1976, caused loss of life and extensive damage to property in a large 
area along the Teton and Snake Rivers. This amount w~s provided ~o 
cover initia-l claims for restitution with the understandmg that addi­
tional claims would be honored by the Government. 

As of September 18, 1976, 2,729 claims have been filed totaling 
$102.6 million. The number of claims filed represents about 42 percent 
of the total number of claim packets distributed to date. Most of the 
claims that have been filed thus far are the smaller and simpler ones 
with the larger and more complex claims to follow. Changes in ~he reg­
ulations allowing for partial payment while the larger clmms are 
being finalized ai1d processed will greatly increase the demand for 
payments. The current anticipa~e~ monthly schedule .:f~r claim pay­
ments is as follows: .July $1.7 milhon, August $12.8 milhon (SeJ?t~m­
ber $25.5 mi1lion, October $50 milli.01~, November $50 m~ll~on, 
December $50 million, January $50 milhon, February $50 mllh~n, 
March $50 million, April $30 million, May $20 million, June $5 mil­
lion, ,July $3 million, and August $2 !llillio!l. Based on this schedule by 
early ,January 1977 payment of. claims will exceed the funds appro­
priated thus far. During the period of .January through .A_ugust 1977, 
it is expected that claims will total an additional $200 mllhon. 

The following is a current estimate ~ased on information on dam~:~-ge 
daims filed or expected to be filed w1th the Bureau of Reclamatwn 
and which total $400 million: homes and personal property-$85 mil­
lion, farms and farm related equipment, crops, etc.,-$191 million, 
private utilities-$10 million, railroad-$6 million, commercial and in­
dustrial property-$72 million, death and personal injury-$12 mil­
lion, miscellaneous-$20 million, and admimstrative costs--$4 million. 
The appropriations required for payment of claims may exceed the 
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current estimates, in which case it would be necessary to provide addi­
tional appropriations.

[To accompany H.J. Res. 1096] 

The Committee on Appropriations, to whom was referred House 
.Joint Resolution 1096, making supplemental appropriations for the 
Department of Defense for the repair and replacement of facilities 
on Guam damaged by Typhoon Pamela, and for other purposes, re­
port the same to the House without amendment and with the recom­
mendation that the joint resolution be passed. 

SUMMARY OF THE RESOLUTION 

A total of $163,073,000 in new budget (obligational) authority is 
recommended in the resolution for replacement, repair and restora­
tion of supplies, equipment, and facilities on Guam which were dam­
aged or destr~yed by Ty~hoon Pamela on May 21, 1976. The budget 
request for th1s purpose, m the total amount of $189,000,000, is con­
tained in House Document No. 94-570.

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INFLATIONARY IMPACT STATEMENT 

Clause 2(1) (4) of rule XI of the House of ~epresentative~ requires 
that each committee report on a bill or resolutiOn shall contam a state­
ment as to whether enactment of such bill or resolution may have an 
inflationary impact on prices and costs in the operation of the national 
economy. . . . . · 'fi 

It seems unlikely that thiS appropnatwn w1ll have. any sigm cant 
impact on the rate of inflation on Guam or in the Umted.S~ates. The 
statement that the construction industry is at present operatmg below 
normal levels and perhaps below efficient rates applies almost 
universally. . . . . . 

There is ample competition, labor, and matertals to accomplish this 
work. 

The Navy, which is construction agent for the greater share of the 
construction effoit, is structuring bidding packages so as to take the 
greatest advantage of the capability of the construction industry, both 
on Guam and in the Pacific basin. The bidding will be open and com­
petitive to both United States and foreign firms. 

The construction work will be divided into eleven packages ranging 
in scale from $2 million to $17 million. This should attract large con­
struction firms as well as utilizing the capabilities of smaller construc­
tion contractors. 

The construction industry on Guam :l;lasbeen greatly underutilized 
since the 1973 construction boom on the island ended. There are at 
present eight major firms and numerous smaller companies present 
on Guam, In addition, other United States and foreign firms are ex­
pected to be attracted by this work. · 

The labor market on Guam has been characterized by a large avail­
ability of unskilled labor locally and a shortage of skilled labor in 
the construction area. However, there is a large supply of skilled 
labor in the Pacific basin which has in the past been utilized for con­
struction on Guam. There is hi:gh unemployment in the construction 
industry on Guam and elsewhere. 

Materials. are expected· to present no problem. Supplies of cement 
and aggregates are available on Guam, and other construction mate­
rials will be purchased within the United States under the provisions 
of the "Buy American Act" with an exception made for steel rein­
forcing bars &;nd per~ap~ for other materials if w'!-ivers .are required. 
Ample matenal ava1lab1hty at reasonable costs rs anticipated as a 
result of the depressed state of the construction industry. 

URGENCY oF AND REQUIREMENT FOR GuAM SuPPI.El\IENTAL 

On May 21, 1976, Typhoon Pamela struck Guam, inflicting severe 
damage on Navy and Air Force installatiom and facilities. The storm 
one of the most destructive in the history of Guam, had an tmusuaJiy 
slow sp~ed of adv!lnce and was of exceptionally 1om~ duration. 
Destru::tlve force wmds (over 50 knot<J) continued for 30 hours. At 
the herght o! the storm: 100 knot winds, with gusts to 145 knots, 
buffeted the 1sland for SIX hours. Few unreinforced structures were 
able to withstand the intermittent pressure and wrenching effects of 
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the severe gusts. Some 33 inches of rain fell, wit~ 27 inch~s :t;ecei~ed 
in a 24-hour period. 'Wind-driven water was a maJor factor m mtenor 
damage to buildings and their contents. 0~ the t?tal request, 
S144 864 000 is for military co. nstruction and famrly housmg to restore 
' ' ' . . damaged facilities. The Department of Defense 1s requestmg 
$44,136,000 of operation and maint~nanc.e. :f~nds to rep~a?e destroyed 
supplies and equipment and to repa1r facilities not reqmrmg complete 
restoration. 

NAVY 

Although cleanup work and some temporary. emergency :epai~·s 
have been completed to enable operations to contmue, the proJects m 
the supplemental request are urgently required to restore full ope.r­
ational capability to this vital, strategically located Navy complex m 
the ·western Pacific. A number of the projects are for per~nnel sup­
port facilities which are vital to maintaimn15 morale of mrhtary per­
sonnel and their dependents serving in thrs isolated overseas area. 
Moreover, the storm has left a number o:f facilities ~n weakened co~­
dition; and until repairs or. replacements can be prov1ded1 ~h.ey remam 
increasingly vulnerable to a future st?rm. These same ~ac~htles, nearly 
all of which are temporary construc.twn, l?ng past. thmr ;n~end~q eco­
nomic life will be the source of wmd-dnven, flymg miSSiles 111 any 
future stohn, causing increased damage to other facilities, particu­
larly utility lines, and increasing the hazard to personnel. 

Substantial amounts already have been spent for emergency clean­
ing.and temporary repairs on Navy family housing and barracks, such 
as boarding up broken windows. Bids have also been taken on Septem­
ber 3 for urgently required repairs exceeding $1 million on 200 of the 
most severely damaged units. Substantial additional !estoration wor:k 
is scheduled for award after October 1. Any delay 111 award o:f this 
work would have a severe adverse impact on morale of quarters 
occupants, many of whose units are totally boarded up. Delay in 
supplemental funds would dictate diversion of fiscal year 1977 funds 
from special project accounts. 

AIR FORCE 

Since Tvphoon Pamela struck Andersen Air Force Base on May 21, 
1916, the Air Force has only been able to accomplish minor work of a 
temporary nature to restore the base to normal, interim operating con­
dition. The island rainy season started in August and will continue 
until February. Electrical power was restored on a temporary basis 
and is subject to outages and susceptible to storm activity. Temporary 
patching has been done on roofs but leaks continue and cause addi­
tional damage. Aircraft navigation aids are being provided on a make­
shift arrangement and are unsatisfactory for continued operations. 
Major work is required immediately on the aircraft fuel supply system 
to prevent further de,Q"radation dne to the elements and inactivity. 
Louvres in offices and living quarters remain boarded up, which 
severely restricts ventilation in this hot and humid climate, and the 
destruction wrought to the interiors of these buildings creates a living 
and working environment that cannot be tolerated on a long-term 
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basis. The supplemental request is necessary to insure the continued 
viability of the Air Force mission on Guam. 

For the 1,454 family housing units at Andersen Air Force Base, ap­
proximately $225,000 has been expended to temporarily restore utility 
services, make units minimally habitable, and ehminate hazardous con­
ditions. Funds are urgently required to make the units weatherproof; 
e.g., repair roofs, replace windows/louvres and doors. and perma­
nently restore electrical power distribution and service. Additionally, 
funds are required to rehabilitate interiors of the houses by restoring 
water-damaged floors and walls, replacing kitchen cabinets and coun­
ter tops, and replace damaged Government-owned furnishings. 

FuNDING RECOMMENDED 

OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE 

The Committee is recommending an appropriation of $30,900,000 in 
new operation and maintenance obligatiOnal authority for the transi­
tion quarter. The recommended appropriation is a reduction of 
$13,236,000 below the budget request. A summary of the Committee's 
recommendation is shown in the following table.

AVAILABLE FUNDS 

For the transition quarter, the Congress appropriated $2,207,557,000 
of operation and maintenance funds for the Navy and $1,957,295,000 
for the Air Force. In addition, at the end of fiscal year 1976, theN avy 
had unobligated funds of $60,200,000 which were carried forward into 
the transitron quarter as authorized by the Department of Defense 
Appropriation Act for fiscal year 1976, Public Law !}4-212. The Air 
Force had $116,000,000 of unobligated funds which were also carried 
forward into the transition quarter. Considering the amounts carried 
forward, the Navy has funds available of $2,267,757,000 and the Air 
Force $2,073,295,000. The Committee is of the opinion that part of this 
supplemental request could have been funded with the funds available 
for the transition quarter, especially from the unobligated balances 
brought forward from fiscal year 1976. 

Ftr.NDS NOT REQliTRED 

In testimony before the Committee, the Navy advised that $6,523,000 
requested for transportation cost of materials, for the purchase of 
furniture and equipment to initially outfit facilities to be constructed 
with funds requested in the Military Construction portion of the re­
qest, and for other items was not required. The Navy also requested 
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funds for the repair of thirteen damaged small craft. Since the Con­
gress included a proviso in the· recently-passed Defense Appropria­
t~on bill for fiscal year 1977 that $22,000,000 of Navy operation and 
maintenance funds be used to repair and overhaul ships at the Ship 
Repair Facility in Guam, these damaged craft could be repaired with 
those funds rather than the supplemental funds requested. 

DORMITORY FURNITURE 

The Air Force requested funds to replace 867 rooms of dormitory 
furniture and equipment, but advised the Committee that all of this 
may not be required to replace that which was lost as a result of Pam­
ela. The Committee believes that the Air Force should have requested 
only what was required to offset losses sustained by the storm and that 
all other requirements should be filled from funds included in the 
regular annual appropTiations for this purpose. 

USE OF AVAILABLE AIRLIFT 

The Navy requested $8,100,000 and the Air Force $3,668,000 for sec­
ond destination transportation cost. All but $100,000 of these amounts 
was for transportation furnished by the Military Airlift Command. A 
substantial portion of this transportation was provided by C-5 and 
0-141 aircraft on missions specifically designated to airlift supplies, 
equipment, and materials to Guam. The aircraft and crews on this 
airlift ~eration were assigned outside of those used in regular Pacific 
channel routes. 

In the Defense Appropriation Act for fiscal year 1976, the Congress 
provided the Air Force $64,300,000 for unsubscribed airlift training 
flights. For the transition quarter, the Congress provided $12,500,000. 
Unsubscribed airlift flights are missions in which the aircraft are 
flown for training purposes without carrying cargo. The crews fly reg­
ular channel routes to keep proficient in flying these aircraft. The fiscal 
year 1976 request was discussed on page 161 and 35 of House Reports 
94-517 and 94-710, respectively. It was also discus..'led on page 150 of 
Senate Report 94-446. These three reports relate to the Defense Appro­
priation Act for fiscal year 1976. 

.The Committee was advised that none of the aircraft, crews, or 
flying hours assigned to unsubscribed training flights were diverted 
to perform this special airlift mission to Guam, because the program, 
firmly planned for the year and the transition quarter, could not be 
C'hanged. The Committee believes that in the future such training 
flights should be used to accomplish missions of this type. 

REPAIR FUNDS 

It also appeared to the Committee that maintenance funds were 
being- requested for the repair of certain facilities in excess of that 
required for the work to be performed. This was especially true with 
regard to the repair and rehabilitation of recreational facilities. The 
Committee believes that the Department should use caution in repair·­
ing such facilities and should not upgrade them more than is required 
for occupational or recreational purposes. 
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SUPPLnlS AND EQUIPMENT 

Funds requested for the purchase of supplies and equipment also 
appeared to be high. The Committee believes that some of the equip­
ment could be repaired rather than replaced, and if replacement is 
necessary, should be obtained from existing stocks. . 

MILITARY CoNSTRUCTION 

The Committee recommends that $91,800,000 in new budget ( obli­
gational) authority be made available for transfer to the Navy and 
Air Force military construction appropriation accounts as follows:

Military construction, Air Force--------------------------------- 24, 400, 000 

This represents reductions of $10,469,000 in the Navy military con­
struction request and $2,222,000 in the Air Force request in this area. 

The Committee on Armed Services recommended reductions of $6,-
469,000 in the Navy request and $2,222,0()0 in the Air Force request. 
The Committee on Appropriations recommends an additional reduc-
tion of $4,000,000 in Military construction, Navy. . 

Briefly, the Committee on Armed Servicesrecommended an overall 
reduction to both services' requests based upon anticipated good bid­
ding due to enhanced competition and bulk purchasing of materials as 
a result of the large construction effort on Guam. In the event that sav­
ings are not achieved to the extent anticipated, the Armed Services 
Committees indicated they believed facilities normally constructed with 
nonappropriated funds and then facilities that are not mission essen-
tial should be deferred. · · · 
· The Committee on Appropriations identified several Navy projects 
which should be deferred until requirements are clarified. These in­
clude ship repair storage replacement (P-063), servi~e group build­
ing (P-143), disposal warehouse replacement (P-101), and a portion 
of transit shed replacement (P~103)". The Committee has deferred an 
additional $4,000,000 of the Navy's request to reflect the lower level of 
funding required. · · 

FAMILY HotJSING 

A total of $40,373,000 in new budget (obligational) authority is 
made available for transfer to the Family Housing Management Ac­
count. This, in turn, will be subdivided among family housing con­
struction for Navy, $12,250,000; family housing construction for Air 
Force, $20,121,000; and operation and maintenance for Navy and 
Air Force, $8,002,000. The Armed Services Committee did not reduce 
this request, and the Committee on Appropriations feels it is conserva­
tive and has therefore recommended no reduction. 

LnnTATIONS AND LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS 

The following legislative provisions not heretofore carried in this 
form in connection with any appropriation bill are recommended: 

Beginning on page 2 of the resolution: 
Provided, That amounts provided for construction shall 

remain available until expended: 
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Provided further, That amounts provided for operation and 
maintenance shall be transferred, in whole or in part, to the 
designated appropriations which are available for obligation 
through Septe1nber 30, 1976, or, to the emtent obligations 
cannot be incurred as of September 30, 1976, for the purpose 
of this resolution, to fiscal year 197'7 successor appropriations, 
to be merged with and to be available for the same purposes 
and for the same time period as the appropriation to which 
transferred. 

The provision contained in the House joint resolution allows funds 
for military construction and for family housing construction to re­
main available until expended. This is standard procedure for these 
appropriations. 

The second provision applies to operation and maintenance, Navy; 
to operation and maintenance, Air Force; and to the operation main­
tenance portion of Family housing, Defense. Operation and ~ainte­
na~ce app:o.rriations are available only until the end of the fiscal year. 
Th1s prov1s1on allows the Department of Defense to determine how 
much of the operation and maintenance funds to be transferred to 
these appropriations are required to meet obligations prior to Septem­
ber 30, 1976, and to transfer those amounts to the transition quarter 
appropriations. The residual amounts to be transferred to these appro­
priations would be transferred to the successor fiscal year 1977 
appropriations and would expire on September 30, 1977. This provision 
is necessary in order to allow the orderly use of operation and main­
tenance funds for repair of damage on Guam.
