Purpose

To grant citizenship to an elderly permanent resident
alien of the United States who is unable to pass the
English proficiency requirement for naturalization.

Agency Recommendations

Office of Management and Budget Approval
Immigration and Naturalization Service Approval
Department of State No objection

Discussion

The beneficiary is a 94-year-old Hungarian who was
admitted to the United States in 1958 as a permanent
resident. He was accompanied to the United States by

his wife and son who are now naturalized U.S. citizens.

Mr. Previc is confined to a nursing home in Ft. Lauderdale,
Florida and suffers from heart disease, complicated by a
chronic urinary infection. He is supported by his son and
daughter-in-law.

Mr. Previc applied for naturalization in 1963, but was
refused citizenship because he could not meet the English
language requirements of the Immigration and Nationality
Act (INA).
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H.R. 11809 would waive the English language proficiency
requirements of the INA in behalf of Mr. Previc and,
therefore, make him immediately eligible for U.S. citizen-
ship.
