Purpose 

Provides for the printing and distribution of the 
Precedents of the House of Representatives, compiled 
and prepared by Lewis Deschler. 

Agency Recommendations 

Office of Management and Budget Approval 

General Services Administration No objection 

Discussion 

The enrolled resolution would provide for the printing 
and distribution of 2,000 sets of the parliamentary 
Precedents of the House of Representatives, compiled 
and prepared by the late Lewis Deschler. The Joint 
Committee on Printing would also be authorized to 
direct that additional sets of the Precedents be 
printed. 

Sets of the Precedentswould be distributed to each 
member of the 95th Congress, the standing committees 
of Congress, other appropriate staff officials of 
the Senate and House, the Library of Congress, certain 
Federal and State libraries, the National Archives, the 
Smithsonian Institution, the District of Columbia, and 
to other specified individuals and locations. 



Lewis Deschler was the Parliamentarian of the House from 
1928 until his retirement in 1974, at which time he 
became Parliamentary Consultant in the Office of the 
House Parliamentarian. He served in that capacity 
until his death on July 12, 1976. 

Public Law 89-90, enacted July 27, 1965, first authorized 
Mr. Deschler to begin compiling the Precedents of 
the House of Representatives and to continue this work 
in subsequent fiscal years until completed. An initial 
appropriation of $10,000 was also authorized for this 
effort, which constitutes the third time the House 
Precedents have been compiled. Funds were subsequently 
provided for the project by the Speaker of the House 
from the Contingent Fund of the Legislative Branch. 
The printing cost for this resolution would be paid 
from the General Fund of the Legislative Branch. 

At the time of his death, Mr. Deschler had not finished 
the task of compilation. Thus, the Precedents that 
H.J. Res. 1107 would authorize to be printed and dis­
tributed are those he was able to compile. The task of 
compiling the rema~n~ng Precedents has been assumed by 
the Office of the House Parliamentarian.

By letter of October 4, 1976, you requested the views of the 
General Services Administration (GSA) on enrolled bill H.J.Res. 1107, 
"To provide for the printing and distribution of the Precedents of 
the House of Representatives compiled and prepared by Lewis Deschler." 

The bill, H.J.Res. 1107, provides for the printing, distribution 
and subsequent reprinting (as needed) of the Precedents of the 
House of Representatives. This is the third time the Precedents 
have been compiled and this particular compilation was authorized 
by law (P.L. 89-90, July,27, 1965) with an initial appropriation 
of ten thousand dollars. Subsequent monies for the project were 
provided by the Speaker of ,the House as needed from the Contingent 
Fund of the Legislative Branch. Also, the printing cost will be 
paid from the General Fund of the Legislative Branch. The only 
effect this bill will have on the General Services Administration 
will be that the National Archives and Records Service will receive 
three sets of the Precedents. 

GSA offers no objection to ~residential approval of the enrolled bill.

one thousand nine hundred and seventy-six 

joint Rtsolution 
To provide for the printing and distribution of the Precedents of the House of 

Representatives compiled and prepared by Lewis Deschler. 

Resolved by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United 
States of America in Congress assembled, That (a) there shall be 
printed and bound as a public document two thousand sets of the Prec­
edents of the House of Representatives compiled and prepared by 
Lewis Deschler (hereinafter in this joint resolution referred to as the 
"Precedents") in accordance with the provisions ..of the Legislative 
Branch Appropriation Act, 1966 (Public Law 89-90; 79 Stat. 265). 

(b) The number of sets authorized to be printed and bound by or 
pursuant to this joint resolution shall be in lieu of the usual number 
of copies for binding and distribution required by section 701 of title 
44, United States Code. . 

SEc. 2. (a) The Public Printer shall deliver one set of the Prece­
dents to each Senator or Representative in, or Delegate or Resident 
Commissioner to, the Ninety-fifth Congress. The name of the Member 
to whom the set is delivered shall be legibly stamped on the front cover 
of each volume of the set. 

(b) Each Senator or Representative in, or Delegate or Resident 
Commissioner to, each Congress following the Ninety-fifth Congress 
who has not theretofore received a set of the Precedents shall be 
entitled to receive one set of the Precedents, upon transmitting a writ­
ten request for such set to the Superintendent of Documents. 

(c) The Public Printer shall make the following distribution of 
sets of the Precedents : · 

( 1) to the office of the Vice President, to the office of the 
speaker of the House of Representatives, and to the office of the 
President pro tempore of the Senate, each, five sets; 

(2) to the office of the majority leader of the House of Repre­
sentatives and to the office of the minority leader of the House of 
Representives, each, three sets; 

(3) to the Parliamentarian of the House of Representatives, 
sixty sets; 

( 4) to the Parliamentarian of the Senate, five sets; 
( 5) to the Clerk of the House of Representatives, to the Ser­

geant at Arms of the House of Representatives, and to the Door­
keeper of the House of Representatives, each, two sets; 

( 6) to the Secretary of the Senate and to the Sergeant at Arms 
of the Senate, each, two sets; 

(7) to the superintendent of the House document room, two 
sets; 

(8) to the superintendent of the Senate document room, two 
sets;

( 9) to the Library of Congress, for international exchange and 
for official use in Washington, District of Columbia, one hundred 
and fifty sets; 

( 10) to the National Archives, three sets; 
(11) to the government of the District of Columbia, twelve 

sets· 
( i2) to the Smithsonian Institute, two sets; 
(13) to the library of each legislative branch of each State, 

territory, and possession of the United States, one set; and 
(14) to the Superintendent of Documents, eight hundred and 

sixteen sets for distribution to the depository library system. 
SEc. 3. (a) The Public Printer shall make the following distribu­

tion o:f sets of the Precedents; 
(1) to each standing or joint committee of the Congress which 

is in existence on the date o:f the enactment of this joint resolution 
or which is established after such date of enactment, four sets; 

(2) to the office of the Legislative Counsel of the Ilouse of 
Representatives, five sets; 

( 3) to the office of the Legislative Counsel of the Senate, five 
sets· 

!4) to the library o:f the House o:f Representatives, four sets; 
5) to the library of the Senate, two sets; 
6) to the library of the Supreme Court of the United States, 

nine sets; 
(7) to the office of the Official Reporter of Debates of the Ilouse 

of Representatives, three sets; and 
(8) to the office of the Official Reporter of Debates of the Sen­

ate, three sets. 
(b) Each set of Precedents distributed by the Public Printer under 

subsection (a) of this sectionshall be forofficialu~. Each such set 
shall be leg~bly stamped on the frQnt cover "Property of the United 
States Government." Each such set, upon delivery, shall become and 
remain the property of the United States, and may not be removed 
from the building in which is located the designated library or office, 
as the case may be. 

SEc. 4. (a) Any set of the Precedents printed and bound pursuant 
to subsection (a) of the first section of this joint resolution, not needed 
to carry out the distributions required by this joint resolution, shall 
be distributed under the direction of the Joint Committee on Printing. 
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(b) The Joint Committee on Printing may from time to time 
authorize and direct that additional sets of the Precedents, be printed, 
bound, and distributed in such manner as the Joint Committee deter­
mines will best carry out the purposes of this joint resolution.
