FASHIONS 

[I ontemporary Pakistani styles in dress and 
jewelry come from traditions founded in the 
Indus Valley civilization 5,000 years ago. 

No one knows with certitude why beads and metals came 
to be worn all over the world. According to one school of 
thought, prehistoric men felt plain beside brightly plum­
maged birds. Another is that certain jewels became as­
sociated with beliefs and superstitions. For instance the 
emerald is credited with the power to cool and, therefore, 
considered good for health and blood pressure. The diamond 
is identified with courage and the pearl is regarded beneficial 
for a childbearing woman. 

Among Pakistani costumes, the sari was the first to 
evolve. As man learned to weave strips of cloth from cotton, 

which grew in the Indus Valley, others began to wrap these 

For formal occasions- an embroidered georgette sari 

strips around themselves. From these evolved egant 
sari , the Punjabi lacha and the heavily gathered gharara . 

Outside influences are reflected in the evolution of the 
modem sari. Among them are the grace of the toga brought 
by the invading Greeks under Alexander the Great in the third 
century B. C.; the choli or blouse can be traced to the advent 
of Islam in the eighth century; and the petticoat is probably 
the European contribution. 

The daytime sari is made of cotton or synthetic material . 
For formal occasions, it is made of silk and embroidered all 
through with gold or metallic thread with much heavier work 
on the border and over the pallu which drapes over the 
wearer's left shoulder. A guluband (necklace) and magars 

(large filigree earrings) are usually worn with this dress. 

For casual wear- the popular shalwar-kameez

While the sari is an indigenous garment, other styles worn 
in the country came from the Aryans who swept through the 
Himalayan passes beginning about 1500 B.C. Traces of their 
baggy pantaloons and long gathered frocks can be seen in 
today's garments of the four Pakistani provinces of Sind, 
Baluchistan, the Punjab and the North West Frontier. 

The basic style of the Pakistani dress consists of three 
parts: trousers, tunic and stole. Each region individualizes 
this standard ensemble and the accompanying jewelry. The 
three-piece costume is called the shalwar-kameez. It is worn 
in towns and villages alike. The kameez is fashioned like a 
tight fitting western sheath dress or a loose fitting sack. The 
length of the kameez and its sleeves varies as does that of the 
western skirt. Today' kameez is of mid-thigh length and the 
sleeve is three quarters long. The shalwar is the baggy 
trousers. Its bottoms vary in width. Currently they are nar­
row. 

The material for the daytime shalwar-kameez ensemble 
may be of cotton or man-made fabric. For evening wear, it is 
made of silk and is richly embroidered in golden thread. 
Colors may be gay or the traditional muted red, brown and 
black.

The fabric for the dupatta (stole), which is an essential 
concomitant of this dress, can be muslin, georgette or a 
gossamer synthetic material. Tie-dying is practiced on the 
dupatta throughout the country. Powdered mica mixed with 
starch is used to add sparkle to fine cotton saris and dupattas. 

Since custom does not permit legs to show, even the 
modem girl will wear some style of trousers. Bell-bottoms 
are now in vogue as are the graduated strands of the sut Lara 
(seven strings) around the neck of the modem miss. 

The peshwaz is a formal dress introduced by the Mughal 
queens. It is still worn in homes on feast days and for 
performing the kathak dance which was developed in the 
Muslim court at Lucknow. 

Tight, ankle hugging pyjamas are worn with a full skirted 
dress of crisp, fine material bordered with heavy silk to add 
grace to the fall of the skirt. Thedupatta is draped softly over 
the head and bosom. Items of jewelry worn with these gar­
ments may include the davani Ueweled headband) , tika 
(round forehead ornament), jugnu (pendant necklace) and 
jhala (heavy earrings). 

The elegant gharara is being revived for such forrnal 
occasions as weddings, Eids and other festivals or equally 
special functions. 

The ensemble consists of the gharara (skirt), kurta (tunic) 
and dupatta. The gharara is fashioned of 15 to 20 yards of 
gold embroidered silk and sweeps the floor. The silk kurta 
has long sleeves and is topped by the wispy gold encrusted 
dupatta. 

Traditional bridal jewelry consists of the jhoomar 
(elaborate hair ornament), the ornate karan phul jhumka 
(earrings), guluband (necklace), arsi (mirror ring), dastband 
(bracelet) and possibly a nath (nose ring). The Baluchi bride 
wears a mohur haar (necklace strung with coins). For a 
Punjabi bride the singharpati (headband with forehead or­
nament) and bell shaped earrings called bolas are a must. 

The lacha, worn by the peasants of the Punjab, has now 
made inroads into the wardrobe of the urban miss. It is a 
brightly colored half-sarong of ankle length made of cotton 
fabric. It is topped with a loose cotton shirt and an embroi­
dered dupatta .

Jewelry worn in the village is usually of silver, copper or 
brass and of more rustic design. When metal is hard to find 
glass bangles will do. 

In the rugged, arid region of Baluchistan, tribal life has 
changed little over the centuries. The inhabitants herd their 
flocks and till the stony soil much as did their ancestors . This 
ruggedness is reflected in their dress . 

The shalwar of the Baluchi woman is made from a coarse 
blue or black cotton fabric. Her cotton shirt is bedecked with 
embroidery and the dupatta is draped low over the forehead 
and allowed to float behind like a train. 

The basic colors of red, yellow and black are popular with 
the Sindhi women. To offset the drabness of the desert 
environ, her tunic is heavily embroidered with a multitude of 
colors and further brightened by the framing of tiny mirrors 
with the handwork. This type of embroidery is also found in 
Baluchistan. This attempt to add color to the environment 
extends to the crafts of lacquered furniture; brightly patterned 
khes fabrics; patchwork rilli (quilts); and hand-blocked

maroon and blue cotton ajrak for which Sind is famous 
throughout Pakistan. 

The Lohana woman of Sind wears a broad fitted bracelet 
called a bahuin on one arm, bangles on the other and several 
cha/lo (rings) on her fingers. 

The Pathan tribeswoman tacks metal coins on the bodice of 
her dress and along the edges of her veil. 

Another variation of the basic ensemble is worn by the 
Pathan woman in the southern opening of the Khyber Pass. 
The swinging tunic has a long full skirt of heavy handwoven 
material. The bodice, the sleeve and the hem of the skirt are 
lined with embroidered geometric designs. 

The nomad woman of the North West Frontier Province 
favors the mock chain armor necklace-a variation of the 
champakali-and often combines it with ashalimi, an orna­
ment worn on either shoulder. 

The Kashmiri woman adapts the basic three-piece style to 
the needs of her land of snowy hills and lake-dotted valleys. 
Her clothes are simple and practical and known for the fine 
embroidery. 

An interesting feature of the perhan (Persian for shirt) is 
the folded sleeves. The sleeves are doubled back for extra 
protection against the Himalayan cold and there is a narrow 
slit near the elbow so the wearer can insert her hands for 
warmth. 

The Kashmiri embroidery, kashida, is the most exquisite 
in the country. Unlike the geometric patterns of other reg­
ions, the Kashmiri work focuses on flowers , birds, fruits , 
sunsets and chinar leaf motif. The ladies of Kashmir wear a 

. jewelled headress called kasaba along with large earrings 
called ballahur.
