I had a very good talk with Foreign Minister Bitsios. The United States 
Government, as I pointed out previously, is interested in an early settle­
ment of the Cyprus problem on the basis of conciliation and on a basis 
that takes into account the suffering on the island. No one can talk to 
the Greek Foreign Minister without being aware of the great concern of 
the Greek Government for an early settlement and for an alleviation of 
the human suffering. And we will continue our efforts in that direction. 

I will see the Foreign Minister again later today.
