Kissinger: We can analyze this subject jointly.
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Galley: Important next step is to discuss and evaluate our objectives.
Kissinger: Passing intelligence and critiquing your program will not
require Congressional notification.

Galley: We will need to buy equipment for underground testing.

B : We have already asked.
Kissinger: I will have to find out where it stands. This is a bureaucratic
problem -- can't be handled privately, but you make a request and our
