BA CK GROUND: 

The Vfashington Press Club i.s 55 years old and i.s made up of professional 
journalists. It was originally the Women's National Press Club and was 
open to only women, but i.n January 1971, i.t opened to quali.fi.ed male 
journa lists. It changed i.t s name to the Washington Press Club in January 
1971. 

Ron Sarro, the incoming Pres ident, is the first male President of the Club. 
He i s the 46th President . A new President is elected every July. Sarro 
has been with the Evening Sta r for 8-1 /2 years and is presently serving as 
the Assistant National Edi tor. Fri.or to that, he was with the Providence 
Journal-Bulletin as a reporter. Sarro has been a member of the Washington 
Press Club for 3 years and was one of the first men to join. Last year he 
was elected the first Vi ce President of the Club. (Mr. Sarro is not a member 
of the National Press Club .) He is the co -author of the book Are You Safe 
from Burglars, written with Robert Earl Barnes, a professional housebreaker. 

Your participation will be to attend the swearing i.n ceremony, make brief 
r emarks , administer the oath, and depart. (Or, if you wish, you and Mrs. 
Ford may remain for dancing following the ceremony.}
