The President's approval rating for the economy and Vietnam were not
reported. His overall job approval was measured and is included on
the summary sheet.

Multiple mentions were allowed on the issue quéstions. As a result,
the percentages are moderately inflated. However, they still compare
fairly closely with our own nationwide poll. -

Senator Thurmond was the only state figure measured. Central Surveys
did the poll for him.

The report does not have sufficient data to make up our standard
demographic, personality attributes or issue handling tables.

However, as we receive these uncontracted polls we will put then

jnto our standard format for addition to our own state by state
collection.
