Its purpose is to encourage Americans to rededicate their 
efforts to preserve and protect the environment and to reflect 
on environmental problems and solutions. This event is 
expected to serve as the focus of numerous special environmental 
education projects in schools across the country, and, as in 
past years, the peace bell at the United Nations will toll at 
the exact moment of the Spring equinox to commemorate the 
occasion. 
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A proposed proclamation which would implement the joint 
resolution is attached. It has been approved by the 
Director of the Office of Management and Budget, and 
attorneys in the Department of Justice who review 
proclamations as to form and legality have indicated to 
us informally that they perceive no objection to it.
