The Committee on the Judiciary, to -which was referred the bill 
(H.R. 5648) for the relief of Violetta Cebreros, having considered 
the same, reports favorably thereon without amendment and recom­
mends that the bill do pass. 

PURPOSE OF THE BILL 

The purpose of the bill is to facilitate the admission into the United 
States of the prospective adoptive child of citizens of the United 
States. 

STATEMENT OF FACTS 

The beneficiary of the bill is a 16-year-old native and eitizen of the 
Philippines who resides in that country with her widowed mother and 
six siblings. She is coming to the Umted States for adoption by her 
aunt and uncle, citizens of the United States, who have no natural 
children but who have petitioned to adopt the beneficiary's younger 
brother. 

A letter, with attached memorandum dated June 25, 1975 to .the 
chairman of the Committee on the Judiciary from the Commissioner 
of Immigration and Naturalization with reference to the bill reads as 
follows:

DEAR MR. CHAIRXAN : I refer to your request for a report concerning 
the case of Violetta Abayan Cebreros, beneficiary of H.R. 5648, 94th 
Congress. 

The bill would provide for the beneficiary's classification as a child 
and for granting of immediate relative status upon apJ?rova.l of a peti· 
tion filed by Mr. and Mrs. Leroy M. Bowma.n, AmeriCan citizens. It 
.also provides that the natural parents or brothers and sisters of th& 
beneficiary shall not by virtue of such relationship, be aooorded any 
~~t, privil~ or status under the Immigration and Nationality Aot. 

The Amencan Embassy at Manila has reported that Violetta. 
Abayan Cebreros was born on Sepl:A!mber 2; 1958 at Malino, Taft, 
.Samar, Philippines. At the time of her application :for a nonimmi­
grant visa, the beneficiary stated that she resided at 3 West Riverside 
Street, San Francisco del Monte Quezon City, Philippines, that she 
had finished the sixth grade of schoolin~ and that her oruy work ex­
perience had been that of a restaurant waitress for a period of a month. 
She al~ stated that one of het six siblings, a three year old boy, was 
the beneficiary of an .approved visa ~tition which would grant him 
·orphan status under Section 101(b) (1) (F) of the. Immigration and 
Nationality Act. To date, however, the Embassy is not in receipt of th& 
approved petition. 

During the course of an interview at which the beneficiary's adoptive 
-parents, Mr. and Mrs. Leroy M. Bowman were present, Mr. Bowman 
indicated that adoption proceedings to legally adopt Violetta were ini­
tiated in 1972. 

However, the laws of the State of California, in which the Bowmans 
reside, preclude inter-country adoption of a child over 14 years of age. 
As the beneficiary was over that age when adoption proceedings were 
initiated, the adoption was not granted. 

The beneficiar;r was refused a nonimmigrant visa ~ August 30, 
1975, under Section 214(b) of theM. She is not a registered immi­
ogrant, and her medical examination has revealed no grounds of 
ineligibility.

She hves there, 
supported by Mr. and Mrs. Bowman, so ~at the child~n will be clo~e 
to the American Embassy when all their papers are m order. Cali-
fornia pre:adopti?n proceedi!lgs are complete. . . 

Since V1olet1Ja IS over 14, 1t would not be possible, Witho!lt the en­
actment of this bill, for her to accompany her brother to this country 
for the final adoption. . 

My constituents, Mr. and Mrs. Bowman, have wanted children ev~r 
since their marriage in 1964. Medical prdb~ems have prev~nted their 
having children of their own. They are anx10us t? ad<?pt VIoletta and 
her brother and to provide a good home for them m this country. They 
are very worthy, hardworking and responsible pe_ople. . 

I respectfully request the Committee to take mto account the Im­
portance of this measure to my constituents, and to report favorably 
on this bill.
