The Committee on the Judiciary, to which was referred the bill (S.
1477), for the relief of Beatrice Serrano-Toledo, having considered
the same, reports favorably thereon with amendments and recommends
that the bill, as amended, do pass.

Toledo. T have only recently received word from the beneficiary
concerning her attempts to verify that her child is in fact a, United
States citizen, o - : o ,
- The beneficiary forwarded to me a copy of a baptismal certificate
for her child stating that this was the only “proof” she had available
that her child was a U.S. citizen. On February 18th, I wrote to Mrs.

H.R. 1519
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Serrano-Toledo explaining that this was not sufficient proof, She had
indicated that a midwife had assisted her with the birth of her child
but she was unable to remember the woman’s name and she had subse-
quently returned to Mexico. Mrs. Serrano-Teledo has some difficulties
with our lan%u&,ge but from all indications it appears that she did
not register the birth of her child. As stated, I have written to Mrs.
Serrano-Toledo requesting that she verify if this is in fact the case
and if so, that she make every possible attempt to locate the Mexican
midwife who assisted in the birth of her child.

I have not as yet had word from the beneficiary, but I will notify
you immediately when I do receive word.
