It was just two young girls and their 
securty .guards and half of official 
Washington or its children at a small 
dinner-dance at the French Embassy 
last nigbt given by the Ambassador 
and Mrs. Kosciusko-Morizet. 

The balloons tied to each floral cen· 
ter-piece said "Valerie-Anne." This 
was in honor of the press attache at 
the Frenrh Ministry of Culture, whose 
last name is Giscard d'Estaing and 
whose father is president of France. 
The other guest of honor was Susan 
Ford, whose father is President of the 
United States. 

Miss Giscard d'Estaing is in the 
United States to be queen of the 22nd 
Annual Azalea Festival, which honors 
NATO, at NATO headquarters in Nor­
folk, Va. But that doesn't mean she 
has to spend a whole week in Norfolk. 
She and 14 of the Festival princesses 

from different countries dined and 
danced at the 'French Embassy last 
night in the middle of the Festival, 
which they have i)romised to attend 
later in the week. 

It's been some time since anyone 
gave an official "young people's par­
ty" in Washington. Remember Tricia 
Nixon's masked ball? Remember the 
goings-on intended to charm Prince 
Charles and Princess Anne? 

Well, here it is some years later. 
"Young kids are young kids-it's al· 
ways easy to talk to young kids'' said 
Susan Ford, who is 17. 

Yes, ·but where do you get young 
kids who are suitable for formal en­
tertaining at the French Embassy? Jf 
happy abandonment on the dance floor 
is all that's required there is the am­
basador himself, but he doesn't classify 
himself as a "young kid."

MLLE. GISCARD RESCUES 
A WILTING AZALEA FESTIVAL 

In recent years the Norfolk, Va. Inter­
national Azalea Festival had fallen on 
lean times, like the NA TO alliance it 
was founded to celebrate. Once, pres­
idential daughters Luci and Lynda 
Johnson and Tricia Nixon reigned as 
the festival's queen. More often, how­
ever, the 22-year-old pageant has had 
to fall back on less illustrious mon­
archs. "This year, by choosing a queen 
from France, we hoped to give the.fes­
tival a shot in the arm," an official 
confided. 

Never mind that France hasn't been 
a full partner In NA TO since the days 
of President Charles de Gaulle, the fes­
tival decided to put the bloom back in 
its azaleas by crowning as its queen 
none other than Valerie-Anne Giscard 
d'Estaing, 21, daughter of the French 
president. 

Oddly, though the attractive Valerie­
Anne made something of a splash while 
campaigning for her father in last 
sprlng's election, the French press has 
largely ignored her. All that changed 
when she was named Queen Azalea. 
Landing In Norfolk, naval headquarters 
for NA TO, like 0-Day in reverse, more 
than 100 Gallic reporters and photog­
raphers scrambled to stalk her through 
the week-long festivities. 

Oldest of the French president's four 
children, Valerie-Anne is a technical 
adviser to the minister of culture. She 
plays the piano, likes opera, has a pas­
sion for Paul Klee and-unlike 
members of America's First Family-is 
accustomed to personal freedom. "I 
have no security guard at home," she 
explains. "I'm allowed to come and 
go as I please." Parisians often see her 
riding on her motorbike along the busy 
Champs Elysees, and she lives alone 
In a Left Bank apartment. "I hate to 
cook, and I eat out at restaurants five 
times a week," she says. "Every night I 
attend some cultural event. It's my job 
and I love it."

Festival officials in Norfolk found 
Valerie-Anne both cooperative and 
tireless. Arriving with six gowns from the 
Paris fashion houses of Chanel, 
Courr~ges and Scherrer, she was ush­
ered through a thankless schedule of 
receptions and public appearances. 
"They've run her tail off this week, and 
she hasn't complained a bit," observed 
her official escort, Midshipman First 
Class Peter Engelman of the U.S. Na­
val Academy. "I'd describe her as 
quiet, intelligent and charming. And 
she's really been a good sport. The oth­
er night we had to go to a square dance 
and she was afraid to try It. But once I 
showed her, she agreed it was fun, and 
we ended up having a good time." 

Interrupting her visit in Norfolk for a 
French embassy dance in her honor in 
Washington, Valerie-Anne chatted 
briefly with another presidential daugh­
ter, Susan Ford. "Frankly, Susan and I 
didn't discuss anything very impor­
tant," she said later in her impeccable 
English. "Just the things young people 
talk about." 

Back in Norfolk, she indulged her 
passion for art by making four visits to 
the Chrysler Museum, where numerous 
French paintings are housed. Once, 
slipping away from the ubiquitous 
French press corps, she was able to 
walk alone through the empty, echoing 
halls. 

By Saturday night at the Azalea Ball, 
Valerie-Anne briefly surrendered to the 
strain of her week. Grabbing the arm 
of Gabriel de Bellescize, a counselor 
of the French embassy, she steered him 
Into a ladies' room, where she instant­
ly lit up a cigarette. By the following 
Monday morning, Bellescize reminded 
her, she would be just another French 
worker, back on the job in Paris. "I'm 
tired," the president's daughter joked. 
"Maybe I won't show up for work till 
Monday afternoon."

Ted Kennedy dropped in on the French 
embassy dinner dance Wednesday honoring 
Valeri0-Anne Giscard d·Estaing, daughter of 
the president of France, and found he was a 
senior citizen. 

It's good to s~ someone else over fue age of 25, 
he said to the Contessoa Gay De Brantes, adding 
quickly as he took a good loolc at her lovely face: 
"Not yon, of course." 

The Comte De Brantes, Valerie-Anne's uncle, had 
earlier commented that many French believe Ameri­
cans aTe barbarians, but that he did not. He has 
lived happily in New York for 10 years, where he is 
with Lazard Freres. The Giscard D'Estaing family 
entertained Ted .Kennedy's sister, Eunice, and her 
husband, Sargent Shriver, when Shriver was U.S. 
Ambassador to France, so they're acquainted. A bar­
barian could say they're old friends. 

Kennedy, 43, had some older company, William 
McCormick Blair and his wife, Deeda, but the 130 or 
so daughters and sons of the New York rich and 
Washington powerful ga.thered for the party in their 
pretty or clean-shaven-were they old enough to 
shave ?-faces and dinner clothes were definitely on 
the sunny side of 25. 

Life Is Private 
Valerie-Anne, 23, works in the Ministry of 

Culture in Paris where her life is so private she 
needs no body guards. This week she is queen of the 
Norfolk, Va., Azalea Festival. The French ·Ambassa­
dor and Mme. Kosciusko-Morizet borrowed her and 
her schoolgirl princesses, all daughters of NATO 
members, for the evening and asked Susan Ford, 17, 
to come, too

her three best friends from Holton Arms School, 
Barbara "'Manfuso and Elison and Reagan Golubin. 
The unliberated French, who had expected the Golu­
bin twins to be brothers, were surprised to find them 
very pretty sisters.

Brown. head of The National Gallery of Art, and 
Stuart Sunlin, a student at Harvard. 

Valerie-Anne was at the same table between 
Christopher Castroviejo, a family friend from New

James Schlesinger, and Carol Murphy, a daughter of 
Happy Rockfeller's first marriage, were also at the 
table.

Anatoly Karpov was ap­
plauded by 1,000 chess fans 
in Moscow yesterday when 
he received the laurel crown 
-an enormous wreath-and 
rn-Odest gold medal of the 
world chess championship. 
Leading chess players and 
officials from 15 countries 
were present, but not Bobby 
Fischer, who has played no 
public matches after winning 
his title three years ago from 
Boris Spassky and who for­
feited this year's title match 
when his demands for rule 
changes were not granted. 

"We went more than half­
way for Fischer, and he still 
refused," said Max Euwe, 
president of the International 
Chess Federation. Mr. Kar­
pov, who at 23 is the yqung­
est world champion, said: I 
am finnly resolved to play in 
tournaments, both at home 
and abroad." 

The first will be the Vid· 
mar tournament June 2-22 in 
Yugoslavia .
