The ambassador isn 't diplomatic

Washfogton (News Bureau) 
Jimmy Carter likes country life and 
fish fries and has been running against 
Washington, but before he turns in 
his blue jeans he should know that if 
he wins the presidency, he also gets 
the booby prize. 

Whether that's the whole diplomatic corps, 
or just the dean, Ambassador Sevilla-Sacasa 
of Nicaragua, is a matter of opinion. In any 
case, it was not ~ proble'll when Car~r was . 
governor of Georgia. 

Unlikely to leave 
AmbaS£ador Sevilla-Sacas:.i Is dean because 

he has been here since 1943, 22 years longer 
than his nearest competitor, and he is unlikely 
to leave. He loves his work which puts him at 
the head of receiving lines of ambassadors 
and in position t<> speak for them as he did 
at the White House party t.his week. 

His love of the protocol that pr<.>tects his 
star spot in ceremonies is well known and he 
is happy in white tie and tails, the only attire 
that permits him to wear his three rows o:f 
me<lals, green watered · 'lilk sash and two 
sunburst decorations. 

So be it. That was the att!N dictated for 
the Fords' party for diplomats, but rigidity 
casts a pall on a party, because you know 
someone's dignity is bound to be offended. To 
be fair, Ambassador Sevilla-Sacasa is only the 
most glaring example of prickleness, art ani­
bassadors pride themselves on. 

Cast a weight 
But it cast a weight on the party that not 

even the combined presence of Elizabeth 
Taylor, Shirley Temple Black, on the job for 
her first night as chief of protocol, and a 
concert of Ella Fitzgerald, Roe-er M;iller, 
Tammy Wynette, ·plus the World's Greatest 
Jazz Band did much to lighten. 

Sevilla-Sacasa was not the firs~ person to 
go through the receiving line, since the White 
HOWie for some mysterious Teason put a few 
Pord eabiuet offkerJi .-nil White House aides 

ahead of him and the other ambassadors, who 
were, after all, the guests of honor. 

They lined up according to protocol on the 
sbuth lawn of the White House with the blac~ 
smoke from 24 torches borrowed from Colonial 
Williamsburg for the occasion swirling arougcl 
them and adding an unusual note to such a 
formal event.,. 

A ch111y look 
Mrs. Jouett Shouse, patron of the arts and 

friend of Betty Ford, broke into the line and 
the ambassador behind her gave her a chilly 
look that took in her lameness and cane, but 
still conveyed the impression that his national 
borders had been invaded. 

Even Elizabeth Taylor, li:nping from . a 
motorscooter accident at the country home of. 
her newest Washington beau, John Warner. 
went to the end of the line. Mind you, Ambq.. 
sador Sevilla-Sacasa holds the title as Waw 
ington's biggest bore, not only because _., 
observes all the rules of protocol, but as a 
true artist can stretch them to suit himaelf 
to the maximum. 

One hour and twenty minutes after the 
guests arrived they were t hrough the receivins 
line and finally seated for the cntertainmeaa.t 
which was preceded by President Ford"lnaking 
a few remarks and presenting Sevilla-Sac.­
with a carving. Sevilla-Sacasa then ·gave the 
gift BACK to the President and pulled out a 
sheaf of papers from his pocket · to .• gin a 
12-minute speech on the history of Amerit"at 
and the July 4 celebration aboard the U.S.$.

"Our audiences are .usually a lit:le 
le>oser than this," Roger Miller qUip­
ped, peering out through the spot­
Jlghts at some 500 members of the 
diplomatic corps primly assembled in 
long dresses, white ties and tails in 
the tented and air-conditioned White 
House Rose Garden. 

"I was a little nervous at first," he 
confessed to the audience later, after 
loosening them up with a couple of 
111>ngs and a good fiddle rendition of 
'trhe Orange Blossom Special." 

"But then the lights went up and I 
a.w a lot of familiar faces. I see you 
0n television all the time. Hi there, 
Mr. Kissinger." 

Miller sings just about the same 
way he talks, only it's better because 
usually there's a kind of tune. He 
would have stolen the White House 
.how completely except that he wu 
followed by Ella Fitzgerald, who stay­
ed nervous all the way through but 
ang all the better for il She sang 
Gershwin and Cole Porter, and Duke 
lQUngton's "Satin Doll," which add up 
to' a f8ir match for "Walkin' in the 
SlmShine" and perhaps even for 
1Jng of the Road." 

Ella admitted that she was "all 
aervous because I feel like I'm doing 
an audition in front of our Presidenl'" 

I 

But she needn't have worried; Mr. 
Ford proved to be a kindly music 
critic-perhaps to the point of inac· 
curacy-when he described the eve­
ning's program as ·"the very best in 
American music." 

Perhaps he suspects that Aaron 
Copland' is not a Republican, even 
though he did write a piece about 
Abraham Lincoln. 

Superlatives abounded from the be· 
ginning of the program, which was 
opened by an organization that calls 
itself "The World's Greatest Jazz 
Band" and probably should insert the 
word Dixieland somewhere in that 
title, in the interest of accuracy if not 
modesty. 

Some kind of superlatives were earned 
by Tammy Wynette, who postponed her 
honeymoon to perform at the White 
House and who is now dedicating her 
classic "Stand by Your Man" to her new 
husband. She didn't sing her other clas­
sic, "D-I-V·O-R-C-E." Along with her 
standard country numbers, she included 
a medley of hymns. Nobody can make 
"Amazing Grace" sound bad, but she 
makes it sound better than usual. 

For most of the evening, tile applause 
was diplomatic, making it hard to esti· 
mate how this cr,qwd-whlch is not the 
kind you nre likely to run into at the 
av~rage concert ball-actually felt about 
the music. And if it was not quite what 
the President claimed for it (he may be 
partial to the impresario, whose name 

is Betty Ford) it was a good sample of 
conservative, mainstream Ameriean pop· 
ular music, and it was generally very 
well performed. 

At least, t4ere was a burst of spon­
taneous applause at • the opening 
words of "King ot-the Rf>ad," indicat­
ing that sometimes some music can 
be a kind of international language. 

Last night's reception was billed by 
the White House a~ the first of a ser­
ies of white-tie affairs to celebrate 
the Bicentennial. 

John Warner, head of the American 
Revolution Bicentennial Commission, 
was among last night's guests, but the 
cameras-and the gaze of many of 
the diplomats-were focus.ed on his 
companion,. actress Elizabeth Taylor, 
who brought up the end of the receiv· 
ing line in a flowing dark tilue even­
ing gown that was almost a duplicate 
of First Lady Betty Ford's. 

Many of the guests who were aware 
of such things took note of the fact 
that Taylor's right leg was bandaged 
to above the ·knee. This, the actress 
explained, was the result of a motor­
cycle accident suffered at Warner's 
farm in Virginia's hunt country. 

During the evening, President Ford 
presented the dean of the· diplomatic 
corps, Nicaraguan Ambassador Guil· 
lermo Sevilla-Sacasa, with an elabo­
rately carved piece of California red­
wood.

A collection of photographs of Samuel Clemens, un­

known to Mark Twain scholars, has just been picked 
up by the University of California, purchased from an 
East Coast collector. They were taken by Twain's 
secretary between. 1904 and 1909 and show Twain 
swimming or visiting friends in Bermuda and in Con­
necticut. It was the time of bushy eyebrows and.droop­
ing mustache and, in one, Twain posed in a grand 
manner while dressed in a nightgown and mortar 
board after receiving an honorary pegree from Ox· 
ford. The secretary, Isabel Lyon, left a diary along 
with her photographs, and she wrote at one point: 
"I've made some superb photographs of the King. 
They are as active and as spirited as battleships." 
Friends called Twain "the King" and not without rea­
son. He died in 1910 at the age of 75.
