She said her rape took place after a chance 
meeting with a strange man at a tavern she 
had gone to with a girl friend. She said that 
after she agreed to drive him home, he or-
dered her to a secluded place and then as­
saulted her three times over a four-hour 
period. · 

She said slle finally managed to get free 
and notified police. 

"If this happened t11 me now, I think I 
would think tWice before I would go through 
a trial again," Susan told the committee. 

State Rep. Vera Katz of Portland told the 
committee. "I think it is fair to conclude that 
present rape laws protect male interests and 
that, in most cases, the rape victim finds 
herself standing trial with the accused. 

"The pain an~ humiliation during the trial 
is far greater for ilie woman than the rape 
attack itself." 

She also said laws that permit questioning 
-about a rape victim's prior sexual 
ex-perience and moral character are based 
on myths that exist about rape - that women 
enjoy being raped, that they provoke rape 
through their dress and manner, that women 
with frequent sexual contacts arc more 
likely to consent to intercourse with a rapist 
than chaste women. 

"A man's previous rape conviction may 
not be used unless he takes the stand," she 
said. "In other words, legally, a man's 
previous sexual attacks or re1ationships are 
of no relevance to his credibi~ty, but once a 
woman has had sexual relations with one 
man, a legal preswnption exists that sbe has 
consented to sexual relations with all men."
