announced April 2, 1975, complete the thirty-five member commission,
They are:

Katharine Hepburn, of Old Saybrook, Connecticut, Actress.
Alan Alda, of Leonia, New Jersey, Actor and Writer,

The Commission consists of not more than thirty-five members appointed

by the President from among citizens in private life. The President
designates the presiding officer, who may designate from among the members
of the Commission as many vice presiding officers as necessary.

The Ccmmission is to conclude its work by the end of the year 1975 and
make a report to the President within thirty days thereafter. The Commission
is to then be terminated,
