The President is conducting a staff meeting now. 
The prime discussion at that meeting with his staff 
(Ron did not indicate who was present) is the selection 
of a Vice Presidential candidate.

The President received two calls immediately after 
he received the nomination. The first was from 
Vice President Rockefeller. The second was from 
Barry Goldwater. 

It is traditional that a group comes to the candidate 
to inform him that he has received the nomination. 
The group arrived at about 2:30, headed by Senator 
Griffin, and including 14 others. They were wearing 
their red and yellow baseball caps. Some of them 
asked the President to autograph the caps, and he did. 

Griffn said, Mr. President, we have come here to 
tell you you were nominated tonight, in case you didn't 
know it . 
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
