SUBJECT: Ambassadorial Status Report 

This report seeks to present in summary the curren state of play of the 
ambassadorial corps and ongoing changes therein. 

There are a total of 122 Ambassadors vvith Embassies, i.e. country 
ambassadorial posts. Ea st Germany (GDR) is, of CvL:rse, reflected in this 
report pursuant to our :ecent resun1ption of relation, with that country. A1.thougr 
the U. S, does not have formal diplomatic relations'' ith the PHC, and therefo:re 
no resident ambassado1·, the U. S, Liaison Office in ::>eking is listed but not 
computed in this report. 

At the moment, 6 of thfose 122 posts are not now occ cpie d by an Am.bassador . 
In 2 of these 6 cases, however, we have nominated - candidate, but the Senate 
has not yet given their :onfirmation (Tab C). A thi 1 d candidate is currently 
in clearance (Tab E), a ld 2 of the ren1aining 3 posi~:~ .vill remain vacant for an 
indefinite period (Tah T'), There is no candidate i .1 clearance for the remaining 
post w\ich constitute.· 'he only actual vacancy .(Ta( , ). 

There are also a total«£ 24 Ambassadors without £1·tbassies, i.e. special 
ambassadorial assignrc.ents ; and currently, no actual vacancies exist.

In 13 other cases there 
is the potential for c\e: nge because the incun1ben t 1 :> tenure at post is sufficient 
to establish eligibility for reassignment or reti i- e !l: ent; however, no candidate s 
are as yet in cl ea rancr· (Tab L).
