Washington, D.C. Provo, Utah 

1. We believe in God, the Eternal Father, and in 
His Son, Jesus Christ, and in the Holy Ghost. 

2. W e believe that men will be punished for their 
own sins, and not for Adam 's transgression. 

3. We believe that through the Atonement of 
Christ, al l mankind may be saved, by obedience to 
the laws and ordinances of the Gospel. 

4. We believe that the first princip les and ord inances 
of the Gospel are: first, Fa ith in the Lord Jesus 
Christ; second, Repentance; third, Baptism by immer­
sion for the remission of sins; fourth, Laying on 
of hands for the gi ft of the Holy Ghost. 

5. We believe that a man must be ca lled of God, by 
prophecy, and by the laying on of hands, by those 
who are in authority to preach the Gospel and 
administer in the ordinances thereof. 

6. W e believe in the same organization that existed 
in the Primitive Church, viz. , apostles, prophets, 
pastors, teachers, evangelists, etc.
