SUBJECT: Status Uranium Enrichment 

The purpose of this memorandum is to: 

Follow up on the meeting you called on Uranium 
Enrichment at the request of the Domestic Council. 

Give you a status report on developments since 
the meeting, and 

Provide a timetable for completing negotiations 
and preparing a decision paper. 

1. Negotiations with UEA to come up with a minimum 
Government assistance package are under way. 

Jim Connor has been designated coordinator of the 
negotiations. 

. 
John Hill, Deputy to Frank Zarb (who is in Paris 
with Secretary Kissinger) is chairing the nego­
tiations until Zarb returns. 

Dr. Seamans has assigned Roger Legassie, who is 
ERDA's expert on uranium enrichment, to represent 
him at the negotiations. 

Gerald Komes, president of a Bechtel group, will 
lead the negotiations for UEA. 

2. Frank Zarb and Bob Seamans will meet with the 
negotiators Wednesday night upon their return 
to Washington. 

It is my understanding that the negotiation team 
is to deliver t:re DEli's nnnlmu..rn GoverrJnent assistance 
package to the Domestic Council on Friday, May 30, 1975.

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3. While the negotiations with UEA are going on 

We are working with Max Friedersdorf and 
his staff to get a reading on Congressional 
attitudes toward the expansion of uranium 
enrichment capacity. 

~'le are also working with FEA, ERDA, OMB and 
NSC to refine and more completely evaluate 
the possible options in the light of Saturday•s 
discussion, so that we can begin a preliminary 
draft of a decision paper. 

4. Timetable 

On Friday, May 30, 1975, the negotiations 
team is to deliver a minimum assistance 
package. 

On Saturday, May 31, the Domestic Council 
will draft a decision paper. 

On Sunday, June l, we will circulate to 
the senior staff (by DEX to those travelling 
with the President) the draft decision paper. 

On Nonday, June 2, we expect to have comments 
in from the senior staff. 

On Tuesday, June 3, we will complete the 
decision paper in final form, and have it 
ready upon your return.

SUBJECT: National Governors 1 Conference 

BACKGROUND 

Our preparations are well along with respect to Administration participation 
at the National Governors 1 Conference and I think we will be well prepared 
to deal both with issues and political questions. There is outlined below a 
brief overview of the plans . 

I. SUBSTANTIVE MATTERS 

All of the proposed resolutions that are eligible for adoption have been 
received and staffed through the Associate Directors for the development 
of comparative Administration positions. No new resolutions can be intro­
duced without a waiver of the rules. 

A meeting will be held in my office next week with Administration 
attendees to go over the positions . 

All Administration participants will have copies of our comparative 
analysis of the resolutions. 

At the conference I we will have a daily meeting at 5: 00 p. m . to review 
the development of the resolutions and strategy. 

The hottest issue is likely to be strip mining which will be up for 
veto-overide on June 10 as the conference is meeting on its resolution. 

The President will meet with a group of Governors from the Midwest 
and Northeast on Saturday I June 7 at 10: 00 a.m. to discuss rail 
abandonment and revitalization questions. This will also be a good 
opportunity for the President to say some things about the Governors 1 

Conference which will begin the next day.

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II. POLITICAL MATTERS 

The President and the Vice President have both declined, however, it 
would be well for you to go back to the Vice President and seek his re­
consideration. In addition it would be well to consider encouraging Mary 
Louise Smith as Chairman of the RNC and some former Republican Gov­
ernors to attend. 

The Democratic National Chairman always attends and usually 
gets as much TV and Press attention as any of the Governors. 
The RNC Chairman should be there as well. 

The Republican Governors will be meeting on Monday, June 9 
at noon in the Tulane Room as soon as the morning session adjourns. 

If the Vice President and some former Republican Governors such 
as Dunn of Tennessee, Scranton of Pennsylvania, Holton of Virginia, 
Peterson of Delaware (Chairman CEQ) , and Tieman of Nebraska 
(Federal Highway Administration) could attend, the Monday event 
would be the best time. If the Vice President were to attend, it 
would be well to have him invite them to travel with him. 

By having the Vice President and other former Republican Gov­
ernors there, considerable support could be developed for the 
President. 

There will be considerable lobbying by Governors Holshouser 
of North Carolina and Ray of Iowa to secure support for their bids 
for the Chairmanship of the National Governors 1 Conference. This 
is a matter we should avoid taking sides on but you should know 
that the present vote count indicates it is even and likely to be 
decided by a one vote margin. 

III. SCHEDULE AND ARRANGEMENTS 

In addition to yourself, I have asked Pat Delaney to plan on going. Governor 
Schafer also talked with me about attending and I have made arrangements 
for him to attend. I have received confirmations from the Fairmont Hotel 
for all of us and yours is attached at Tab A. A schedule for the Conference 
is attached at Tab B along with some baggage tags which they enclosed with 
the confirmation.

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You should plan to arrive on Monday I June 9 and stay as long as 
your schedule will permit. 

You and I and Pat Delaney will have adjoining rooms in the Fairmont 
hotel. 

If the Vice President goes I it would be advantageous if we could 
accompany him on one leg of his trip.
