I.  PURPOSE
To discuss the airline regulatory reform bill with
Secretary Coleman and members of the task force on
airline reform before the legislation is announced.

IT. BACKGROUND, PARTICIPANTS AND PRESS PLAN

A. Background: The airline regulatory reform task
force has completed drafting legislation to reform
the regulation of the air transport industry.

You have agreed to send this legislation to

Congress before the recess. Following this meeting,
Secretary Coleman and Paul MacAvoy will brief the
press on this legislation.

The Act would:

—-- Increase entry into the industry and
liberalize charter service.

-- Remove certificate restrictions {(route
regulation) within five years and after
five years would allow a limited amount of
entry into new markets.

~-~ Provide for rate flexibility within a
designated zone (limits) of price competition.

-- Eliminate anticompetitive agreements by the
industry.

-- Adopt a liberal merger standard along the
lines of the Bank Merger Act.
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- Allow carriers to abandon routes after
providing sufficient notice to affected
communities.

—— Provide an incentive for better management
of airlines.

- Benefit consumers, eventually, through lower
air fares,
