Attaches the results of the public opinion survey 
which Doug Manship's newspaper made, together 
with a letter from Manship to the President. 

Endorses recommendation of the California Press 
Bureau that the President name George Jessel for 
the Presidential Medal of Freedom. 

Hopes the President will have his energy advisors 
review the potential impact of the energy conservation 
program upon the asphalt indus try to insure that all 
appropriate relief is afforded them.
