Mr'. Vorster is prepared to repond favourably. He would
in,fa;t welcome an opportunity to speak ko a few responsible
forums in the U.S. and to respond to questions on his view
of the need for accommodation and cooperation in Africa.

In coming to the United States on a private visit, he
would like to do so with the agreement of the U.S. Governmeﬁt;
AddifionaLly he would like to pay a courtesy call on President

Ford, or better still, a call for substantive discussions.

It would also be difficult for the Prime'yinister - and
indeed would create wfongful impressions -.todcqm; to the U.3.,
even on a private visit, without at 1egst payingJa QQUPF¢$Y>9§;1
on President Ford. The Prime Minister would naturally.prefer ’
to have avsubstantive talk with the President if that were-

acceptable, so as to give the President a first-hand account

of his policy directions.

In recent t%mes President Ford has received a large nﬁmbér
of African Heads of State and Heads of Governmenf and according
to reports, South Africa - and Prime Minister Vorster's policy
of detente - were among the matters discussed. It would
therefore seem eniirely appropriate for the Prime Minister to
be afforded an opportunity to give his view direct to the

President.
