U.S. Supreme Court nominee John
Paul Stevens is decidedly not the
“centrist” he has been painted as being,
says a Michigan State University profes-
sor, but is a rock-ribhed conservative
who is “certainly no frietid of women, ju-
veniles or blacks,” with “very much a
law and order posture.”MSU political

science professor Harold Spaeth — who ~

has accurately predicted high court deci-
sions 92,6 per cent of the time over the
last three years — says flatly that Ste-
vens “will not be a ‘centrist’ as some
court watchers claim,” but will “be a
law and order man.”

STEVENS, NOMINATED by Presi-
dent Ford to the Supreme Court spot left
vacant by the resignation of Justice Wil-
liam Douglas, is currently a federal ap-

peals court judge in Chicago. He was ap-
pointed to that post in 1970 by former

President Richard Nixon.”*1 did a careful

analysis over the weekend,” Spaeth said,
“and 1 strongly disagree with reports in
the media that Stevens is a ‘centrist.
He’s going to fit very nicely with the
conservative block of the court.”In addi-
tion, says Spaeth. “he will rationalize
that the rights of society outweigh the
rights of the individual. He would be an-
ti-equality — such things as sex and race
discrimination, poverty law, issues per-
taining to those sorts of things.

“THIS IS not a person who would be
expanding due process, search and sei-
zure, things of this nature,” said Spaeth.
The MSU political scientist came to his
conclusions after an evaluation of Ste-
vens' record on the appeals court and his
background, concentrating on how the

nominee deals with what Spaeth calls

“the three major values of {reedom,

equality and New Deal econom-

ics.”"Spaceth says that 85 per cent of the

high court’s decisions can be expiained

by an analysis of these three values, and l
Stevens, Spneth believes, will fall into

step with the pro-business, anti-labor]

cedents but I think we'li sec safe,cdu?
tious, conservative - decistons that
maintain the status quo.”Spaeth also
said he believes Betty Ford's public

have helped end any chance for such an
appointment.“Betty Ford sounded off
strongly about her preference,” Spaeth
said. *I Think it's {ine to have a woman
with @ mind of her own and not one
whe's a plastic appendage of the Presi-
dent. .

“BUT BY reason of the fact she did
speak her mind this preciuded Ford
from appointing a woman. I'm not at all
sure he uitended to because I think if he
had it would have cost him votes in the
vahoo gulches and male chauvinistic pig
pens of America,” added the outspoken

préme Court a strong five-vote conserva-
tiye edge which will effectively remove
swing vote power from court moderates
Byron White and Potter Stewart.

“STEVENS IS well born and bred,
safe, eminently respectable,” Spaeth
said. ‘“His opinions have been thoughtful,
solid, scholarly if unspectacular, and
donservative."It’s a rational selection
fqr Ford to make, although I'm not sure
its the most rational. Ford is a bit more
;;anservative, maybe a notch or two to

/ he right. A litule closer to Ford’s prefer-
ence would be (Sen. Robert)-Griffin or
(Solicitor General Robert) Bork. From a
political standpoint 1 don't think Ford
gained or lost any votes,” Spaeth added.
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
