Discussion 

Under the provisions of P.L. 89-187, the Father Marquette 
Tercentenary Commission was directed to develop suitable 
plans for the commemoration of Father Marquette's life 
in North America, including investigating the establish­
ment of a permanent national monument or memorial. 
Father Marquette was a Jesuit missionary who carne to the 
new world in 1666 and explored much of the Mississippi 
River and Great Lakes regions of North America. Pursuant 
to P.L. 89-187, the Commission proposed establishment of 
the Father Marquette National .Hemorial in December of 
1973. 

H.R. 2724 would direct the Secretary of the Interior to 
enter into an agreement with the Governor of the State 
of Michigan providing for the location, design, 
construction, and operation by the State of Michigan 
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(as a state park) of the Father Marquette National 
Memorial. The Secretary would be authorized to provide 
assistance to the State of Michigan, including technical 
advice and land acquisition grants, but such assistance 
could not exceed $1,000,000. 

H.R. 2724 is identical to the bill which Interior favor­
ably reported upon to the House Interior Committee, 
except that the ceiling on the Federal funding 
contribution was then $500,000. In its report on the 
introduced bill, Interior concluded that: 

"Enactment of H.R. 2724 would represent a 
fitting and meaningful step in commemorating 
the advent and history of Father Marquette in 
North America." 

With respect to the higher ceiling ($1,000,000) for 
Federal funding, the House Interior Committee's report 
expressed the view that: 

" ..• this Federal contribution could be 
justified since other Federal matching 
assistance is not to be made available. 
Testimony during the hearings indicated 
that area acquisition and development at 
both the memorial and mission sites will 
be in excess of $2,000,000 and the 
remainder of this cost is to be borne 
by the State."

This responds to your request for the views of this Department 
on the enrolled bill H .R. 2724, an Act "To provide for establish­
ment of the Father Marquette National Memorial near Saint Ignace, 
Michigan, and for other purposes." 

We recommend that the President approve this enrolled bill. 

Enrolled bill H.R. 2724 would authorize the Secretary of the 
Interior to designate the Father Marquette National Memorial 
following conclusion of an agreement between the Governor of 
the State of Michigan and the Secretary providing for the 
location, design, construction, and operation by the State of 
the memorial, and upon the Secretary's determination that the 
State has acquired sufficient lands to constitute an efficiently 
administrable memorial. The bill also would authorize the Secretary 
to assist in the development of the memorial following conclusion 
of the aforementioned agreement. For this purpose the bill would 
authorize appropriation of $1,000,000. 

Public Law 89-187, enacted September 15, 1965, established the 
Father Marquette Tercentenary Commission. Section 2 of the Act 
provided 

" .the Commission shall investigate, in cooperation 
with the Secretary of the Interior, the desirability 
and suitability of establishing a permanent national 
monument or memorial to commemorate the historical 
events associated with the life of Father Jacques Marquette 
in the New World. The Secretary of the Interior shall 
submit a report of such investigation to the President 
for transmittal to the Congress, together with any 
recommendations which the President may deem appropriate." 

Pursuant to this mandate, the commission, on December 11, 1973, 
proposed establishment of the Father Marquette National Memorial 
at St. Ignace, Michigan.

St. Ignace is an appropriate location for this memorial inasmuch 
as there Father Marquette established a mission in 1671, embarked 
on the historic exploration of the Mississippi River~ in company 
with Louis Jolliet, in 1673, and was buried in 1678. The site 
of his grave and mission has been designated a National Historic 
Landmark. The proposed Father Marquette National Memorial would 
be funded jointly by the State of Michigan and the Federal Government, 
and would be owned~ developed, and administered by the State as a 
state park. The cost of the memorial is expected to total approxi­
mately $2 million. 

Approval of this legislation will represent a fitting and meaningful 
step in commemorating the advent and history of Father Marquette 
in North America.

H.R. 2724 would authorize the Secretary of the Interior to designate 

the Father Marquette National Memorial following conclusion of an 
agreement between the Governor of the State of :Michigan and the Sec­
retary providing for the location, design, construction, and operation 
by the State of the me~orial, an4 upon the Secretary's determination 
that the State has acqmred sufficient lands to constitute an efficiently 
administrable memorial.

For this purpose the bill would author­
ize appropriation of $500,000.1 

Public Law 89-187, enacted September 15, 1965, established the 
Father Marquette Tercentenary Commission. Section 2 of the Act 
provided: 

"* * * * the Commission shall investigate, in cooperation with the 
Secretary of the Interior, the desirability and suitability of estab-

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lishing a permanent national monument or memorial to commemorate 
the historical events associated with the life of Father Jacques Mar· 
quette in the New W' orld. The Secretary of the Interior shall submit 
a report of such investigation to the President for transmittal to 
the Congress, together with any recommendations which the Presi­
dent may deeem appropriate." 

Pursuant to this mandate, the Commission, on December 11, 1973, 
proposed establishment of the Father Marquette National Memorial 
at St. Ignace, Michigan. · 

St. Ignace is an appropriate location for this memorial inasmuch 
as there Father Marquette established a mission in 1671, embarked 
on the historic exploration of the Mississippi River, in company with 
Louis Jolliet, in 1673, and was buried in 1678. The site of his grave 
and mission has been designated a National Historic Landmark. The 
proposed Father Marquette National Memorial would be funded 
jointly by the State of Michigan and the Federal Government, and 
would be owned, developed, and administered by the State as a st.ate 
park. The cost of the memorial is expected to total approximately 
$2 million. 

Enactment of H.R. 2724 would represent a fitting and meaningful 
step in commemorating the advent and history of Father Marquette 
in North America. ·

amendments and recommend that the bill as amended do pass. 

The amendments are as follows: 
Page 2, line 2, strike out "Jolliet," and insert "Joliet,". 
Page 2, line 7, strike out "Jacques" and insert "Father". 
Page 3, line 2, strike out "$500,000," and insert "$1,000,000,". 

CoMMITTEE REPORT To AccoMPANY H.R. 2724 

PURPOSE 

' H.R. 2724, as introduced by Representative Philip E. Ruppe, 
directs the Secretary of the Interior to designate the Father Marquette 
National Memorial in the State of Michigan, after concluding an 
agreement for the construction and operation of the memorial by the 
State. . 

BACKGROUND AND NEED FOR LEGISJ,ATION 

Public Law 89-187 established the Father Marquette Tercentenary 
Commission to develop plans for the commemoration of the life and 
history of Father .T acques Marquette, a Jesuit missionary who came 
to the new world in the mid-17th century and explored mnch of the 
Great Lakes and Mississippi River regions of North America. As a 
part of its responsibilities, the Commission investigated the suitability 
of establishing a national memorial to honoring Father Marquette. 
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H.R. 2724 reflects the recommendation of the Commission that a me­
morial be established near St. Ignace, Mich., the site of the mission 
founded by Pere Marquette. 

As proposed by this legislation, the,memorial wou~d be administe~ed 
as a unit of the Michigan State Park System. Operation and protectiOn 
of the memorial would be the responsibility of the State. Acreage for 
the proposed memorial .h:ts already. been acquired, and pla~s for a 
memorial structure, a v1srtor reception center, and an amphitheater 
have been submitted. 

Under the terms of H.R. 2724, the Secretary of the Interior ·won]d 
be authorized to c~ive technical advice and planning assistance to the 
State, as well as ~-rants for acquisition and development of the area, 
hnt the site is to '"'be administered and operated by the State. Total 
acquisition and development costs for the memt'!rial sit~ itself, as well 
:ts for restoration work and related costs assomated With the nearby 
mission site in St. Ignace, Mich., are estimated to be appr?ximately 
$2,000,000. The Federal contribution, by the terms of the h1l1, would 
he limited to not more than $1,000,000. 

SECTION -BY -SECTION ANALYSIS 

Section 1 authorizes the Secretary of the In~erior to commcmor';tte 
the history of Father Marquett~, an~ recognizes the. area of Samt 
Ignace, Mrchigan, as an appropnate srte fo: a memopal. 

Section 2 directs the Secretary to enter mto a smtable agreement 
with the GoYernor of the State of :Michigan with respect to the loca­
tion, design, construction and operation o:f a memorial for Father 
Marquette. Af-ter the State. has acql~ired suffici~nt lands fo! the me­
morial site the Secretary IS authorized to designate the srte as the 
Father ::Yiar!quette N a tiona] Memorial. . . 

Section 3 authorizes the Secretary, follmnng the completion of the 
cooperative agreement specified in secti~:m 2, to a~sist the St~t~ .by 
providin()' technical advice and by gmntmg funds for the acquiSition 
and devefopment of the area. . . 

Section 4 provides that not more than $1,000,000 may be appropri­
ated for the grants authorized by this legislation. 

COST 

The bill as reported by the Committee authorizes ?P to $1,qDO,OOO 
in arants to be made by the Secretary of the Intenor to assist the 
State of Michigan in the acquisition and development of lands for a 
Father ~Iarquette National Memorial. The authorization figure as 
ttdopted by the Committee is intended to cover the Federal share o:f 
costs at both the memorial site itself and the mission site in nearby St. 
Ignace. Xo additional Federal :funds are to be available :for this pro­
ject from either the Lan~ and '\Vater .Con~ervation F~nd or the 
matching pro(}'ram authonzed by the HrstoriC PreservatiOn Act of 
1966, nor are ::ny of the funds authorized to he used for the continu­
ing operation and maintenance of the memorial. 

BUDGET ACT C.OliPIL<\NCE 

'\Vhile H.R. 2724, as amended, contemplates the expenditure of 
$1,000,000 jn furtherance of this project, it should be noted that this

amount represents only half of the total estimated cost of this under­
taking. ·wrthout this legislation, it is reasonable to assume that some 
Federal matching assistance could be made available either under the 
Land and "\Vater Conservation Fund or through the Historic Preser­
vation Fund; consequently, the impact on the budget will be minimal 
at most. 

INFLATIONARY IMPACT 

It is not likely that this relatively small project will result in any 
signifieant effect on the national economy, since it involves only a 
modest expenditure •vhich will undoubtedly be spread over a period 
of years. 

In. connection with its consideration of H.R. 2724, the Subcommittee 
on .National Parks and Recreation revie·wed the activities of the Father 
Marquette Tercentenary Commission. Future oversight functions will 
depend upon development of the cooperative agreement with the State 
and implementation of the legislation. No recommendations were sub­
mitteed to the Committee pursuant to Rule X, Clause 2(b) (2). 

<:Ol\fMI'I'TEB Al\fEND]IIHJNTS 

As origiually introduced, H.R. 2724 contemplated an authorization 
o£ $500,000; however, the Committee recommends an amendment to 
the bill to increase the lmthorization ceiling to $1,000,000. It was :felt 
that this Federal contribution could be justified since other Federnl 
matching assistnnce is not to he made available. Testimony during the 
hearings indicated that area acquisition and development at both the 
memorial and mission sites will be in excess of $2,000,000 and the 
remainder o£ this cost is to be borne bv the State. Two technical 
amendments \Yem also adopted. • 

COl\BII'l'T.f:E RECO:IIJ\:IRNDA'I'ION 

After adopting the amendments explained above, the Committee on 
Interior and Insular Affairs, meeting in open session, reported H.R. 

by voiee vote and recommends that the hill, as amended, be 
approved.

was buried there in 1678, and that the Secretary of the Interior (here­
inafter referred to as the "Secretary") is authorized to take appropri­

In conjnnction with· the development and operation ·of thn 
memorial provided for by this Act, the Secretary is authorized to 
render to the State of 2\'Iic.higan such assistance, including, but not 
limited to, technical advice and grants of funds for land acquisition 
and development, as he deems appropriate to promote public under­
standing and appreciation of the significant role of Jacques Marquette 
in the history of the Nation : Provided, That befrore any such assistance 
is rendered by the Secretary, the agreement referred to in section 2 of 
this Act shall have been concluded. 

SEc. 4. There are hereby authorized to be appropriated such sums, 
but not to exceed $1,000,000, as may be necessary for assistance ren­
dered by the Secretary pursuant to the provisions of this Act.
