Discussion 

The Federal Water Pollution Control Act authorizes 
$17,000,000 for a National Study Commission to con­
duct a full and complete investigation of the total 
economic, social, and environmental effects of 
achieving or not achieving the goals and require­
ments of the Act. The Commission is chaired by 
Vice President Rockefeller and is composed of five 
members of the House Committee on Public Works and 
Transportation, five members of the Senate Committee 
on Public Works and five members of the public 
appointed by the President. 

By law, the Commission was required to complete its 
report and recommendations to the Congress in 
October, 1975. Because of delays in completing 
individual studies, this deadline has been missed. 
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Subsequently, the Commission exhausted its available 
funds and because of the need to obtain additional 
funding quickly, the Vice President has publicly 
indicated his support for an additional authorization 
and appropriation from the Congress. We understand 
that the Commission is seeking additional funds 
to be included in the next supplemental appropriations 
act. 

The enrolled bill authorizes an additional $250,000 
to enable the Commission to pay any remaining bills 
a~d provide for printing of the final reports. 

The Commission has now completed its final report 
and anticipates its submission to the Congress in 
April, 1976.

This is in response to your request of March 11, 1976 
for the Environmental Protection Agency's views and comments 
on H.R. 12193, an enrolled bill. 

This bill would amend section 315(h) of the Federal 
Water Pollution Control Act to provide an additional 
authorization of $250,000 for the study being conducted 
by the National Study Commission. 

In accordance with section 315 of the Act, the Commission 
is responsible for conducting a full and complete investi­
gation and study of all of the technological aspects of 
achieving, and all aspects of the total economic, social, 
and environmental effects of achieving or not achieving, 
the effluent limitations and goals of the Act. 

A total of $17,000,000 has been authorized for the 
Commission's study, and the Commission is in the process 
of preparing its recommendations and final submission to 
the Congress.

[To accompany H.R. 12193] 

The Committee on Public Works and Transportation, to whom was 
referred the bill (H.R. 12193) to amend the Federal ·water Pollution 
Control Act to increase the authorization for the National Study Com­
mission, having considered the same, report :favorably thereon without 
amendment and recommend that the bill do pass. 

H.R 12193, as reported, amends section 315 (h) of the Federal Water 
Pollution Control Act to provide an additional $250,000 for the study 
being conducted by the National Commission on \Vater Quality. 

The Commission was created by the Congress for the purpose of 
making a full and complete investigation and study of all the techno­
logical aspects of achieving, and all aspects of the tota.l economic, 
social, and environmental effects of achieving or not achieving, the 
effiuent limitations and goals of the Act. The Commission is chaired 
by Vice-President Nelson A. Rockefeller and is composed of five Mem­
bers of the House Committee on Public Works and Transportation, 
five Members of the Senate Committee on Public Works, and five mem­
bers of the public appointed by the President. 

· A total of $17,000,000 has been authorized for this purpose and the 
Commission is in the process of preparing its recommendations and 
final report for submission to the Congress. The additional authoriza­
tion of $250,000 will allow the Commission to complete its prepara­
tion of the final report. Also, approximately $100,000 of this authori­
zation will be used to replace Commission funds that lapsed before 
they could be utilized. If these additional funds are authorized, the 
Commission anticipates that its final report will be completed and 
transmitted to the Con~ress in April 1976. In view of the urgency 
of this legislation, expeditious action by the Congress is recommended. 
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Col\IPLIANcE WrTH Ck<\USE 2(1) oF RULE XI oF THE RULES OF THE 
Hm:~SE OF REPRESENTATIVES 

( 1) With rrference to Clause 2 ( 1) ( 3) (A) of Rule XI of the Rules 
of the House of Representatives, no separate hearings were held on the 
subject matter of this legislation by the Subcommittee on Investiga-
tion and Review. - · 

(2) Clause (2) (1) (3) (B) of Rule XI of the Rules of the House of 
Representatives require that the report of any committee on a measure 
which has been approved by the committee shall include the state­
ment required by section 308 (a) of the Congressional Budget Act of 
1974, if the measure provides new budget authority of new or in­
creased tax expenditures. H.R. 12193 authorizes appropriations of 
$250,000 but does not provide additional budget authority. 

( 3) With respect to Clause 2 ( 1) ( 3) (C) of the Rules of the House 
of Representatives, the C,ommittee has not received an estimate and 
comparison prepared by the Director of the Congressional Budget 
Office under section 403 of the Congressional Budget Act. 

(4) With respect to Clause 2(1) (4) of Rule XI of the Rules of the 
Honse of Representatives, the Committee has not received a report 
from the Committee on Government Operations pertaining to the 
subject matter. 

( 5) With reference to Clause 2 ( 1) ( 4) of Rule XI of the Rules of 
the House of Representatives, the following information is provided: 
The total amount of $250,000 requested in H.R. 12193 would have no 
inflationary impact on prices and costs in the operation of the national 
economy. 

CosT OF 'l'HE LEGISLATION 

Rule XIII ('I) of the Rules of the House of Representatives re­
quires a statement of the estimated costs to the United States which 
would be received in carrying out H.R. 12193, as reported· in fiscal 
year 19'16 and each of the follo'Ying five years. The additional $250,000 
for the National Commission on Water Quality will be utilized in 
fiscal year 19'16.

(d) The heads of the departments, agencies and instrumentalities 
of the executive branch of the Federal Government shall cooperate 
with the Commission in carrying out the requirements of this section, 
and shall furnish to the Commission such information as the Commis­
sion deems necessary to carry out this section. 

(e) A report shall be submitted to the Congress of the results o:f 
such investigation and study, together with recommendations, not later 
than three years after the date of enactment o:f this title. 

(f) The members of the Commission who are not officers or 
employees of the United States, while attending conferences or meet­
ings of the Commission or while otherwise serving at the request of the 
Chairman shall be entitled to receive compensation at a rate not in 
excess of the maximum rate of pay for grade GS-18, as provided in 
the General Schedule under section 5332 o:f title V of the United States 
Code. including traveltime and while away from their homes or regular 
places of business they may be allowed travel expenses, including per 
diem in lieu of subsistence'as authorized by law (5 U.S.C. '13b-2) for 
persons in the Government service employed intermittently. 

(g) In addition to authority to appoint personnel subject to the 
provisions of title 5, United States Code, governing appointments in 
the competitive service, and to pay such personnel in accordance with 
the provisions of chapter 51 and subchapter III of chapter 53 of such 
title relating to classification and General Schedule pay rates, the Com­
mission shall have authority to enter into contracts with private or 
p11blic organizations who shall furnish the Commission with such 
administrative and technical personnel as may be necessary to carry 
out the purpose of this section.
