H.R. 3427 would authorize the Secretary of the Treasury to strike 
not more than 50,000 bronze medals in commemoration of the 200th 
anniversary of the signing of the Declaration of Independence by 
Charles Carroll of Carrollton, Maryland, who was the last surviv­
ing signer of the Declaration. 

The medals would be delivered, in quantities of not less than 
2,000, to the Baltimore Museum of Art. The emblems, designs 
and inscriptions on the medal would reproduce those on the medal 
struck by the u.s. Mint in honor of Carroll's 90th birthday; 
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variations could be made by the Museum with the approval of 
the Secretary. The Secretary would also determine the size 
of the medals in consultation with the Museum. No medals 
could be made after December 31, 1976. 

Finally, the bill requires that the Secretary provide the 
medals at not less than the estimated cost of their manu­
facture and that the Director of the Mint be furnished with 
sufficient security to indemnify the United States for full 
payment of such costs.

The enrolled enactment would authorize and direct the Secretary of 
the Treasury to strike and furnish, in quantities of not less than 
2, 000, to the Baltimore Museum of Art, of Baltimore, Maryland, not 
more than 50,000 medals with emblems, designs and inscriptions repro­
ducing these on the medal heretofore struck by the ~nt in honor of 
the ninetieth birthday of Charles Carroll of Carrollton, except for 
variations to be determined by the Baltimore Museum of Art, subject to 
the approval of the Secretary of the Treasury. It would further provide 
that the medals shall be made of bronze and of such size or sizes as 
shall be determined by the Secretary in consultation with the Baltimore 
Museum of Art, that the medals shall be national medals within the 
meaning of section 3551 of the Revised Statutes, that the Secretary 
shall furnish such medals at not less than the estimated cost of manu­
facture, that security satisfactory to the Director of the Mint shall 
be furnished to indemnify the United States for the full payment of 
the cost of manufacture, and that no medal may be made after December 31, 
1976. 

The Department anticipates no unusual administrative difficulties 
in carrying out its responsibilities under the enrolled enactment and 
would have no objection to a recommendation that it be approved by 
the President.

The Committee on Banking, Housing and Urban Affairs, to which 
was referred the bill (H.R. 3427) having considered the same, reports 
favorably thereon without amendment and recommends that the bill 
do pass.· 

PuRPOSE oF THE BILL 

The bill authorizes and directs the Secretary of the Treasury to 
strike and furnish to the Baltimore Museum of Art, of Baltimore, 
Maryland, no more than 50,000 national medals in commemoration 
of the 200th anniversary of the signing of the Declaration of Inde­
pendence by Charles Carroll of Carrollton, Maryland .. The medal 
would be a restrike of an earlier medal prepared at the Philadelphia 
Mint in 1826 honoring Mr. Carroll's 90th birthday. All emblems, de­
vices, and inscriptions shall be reproduced on this earlier medal except 
for variations to be determined by the Baltimore Museum o£ Art 
with the approval of the Secretary. All costs incurred by the Mi11t 
in the production of the medals, including the estimated cost of labor, 
materials, use of machinery and overhead expenses must be paid by 
the sponsoring organization. Security satisfactory to the. Director of 
the Mint shall he furnished to indemnify the lJnited States for full 
payment of such costs. All medals produced under authority of this 
legislation shall be of bronze and of such size or sizes as shall be deter­
mined by the Secretary in consultation with the Baltimore Museum 
of Art. Further, these medals may be furnished only in quantities of 
2,000 or more and may not be manufactured after December 31, 1976.

The proposed medal would appear to fall within the guidelines 
agreed upon by the Subcommittee on Consumer Affairs, House Com­
mittee on Banking, Currency and Housing, and the Bureau of the 
::\lint. Under those guiqelines, a national medal should honor only those 
events that have contributed to and advanced the history of the coun­
try, or those persons whose superior deeds or achievements have em­
bellished our history or who are representative of the finest of accomc 
plishment in service to the nation. 

The Department would use the facilities of the Bureau of the Mint 
to strike the medal. if the proposed legislation is enacted. 

The Departmen't was advised by the Office of Management and 
Budget that there was no objection from the standpoint ofthe Admin~ 
istration's program to the submission of an ide.ntical report to your 
Committee on S. 201, an identical bill.

STATEMENT BY SPONSORING ORGANIZATION

In addition to being one of the signers of the Declaration of Inde­
pendence, Charles Carroll was Maryland's outstanding figure of the 
Revolutionary period. He was a founder of the B&O Railroad, the 
C&O Canal, and the Bank of North America. Charles Carroll was a 
Maryland State Senator, and later United States Senator from Mary­
land. The ma.jor Bicentennial exhibition of the Baltimore Museum of 
Art will be "Anywhere So Long As There Be Freedom: Charles Car­
roll of Carrollton, His Family and His Maryland". 

The Baltimore Museum of Art is a non-profit corporation organized 
in the State of Maryland. All net proceeds of the proposed Charles 
Carroll medal would inure to a charitable purpose under the Certificate 
of Incorporation of The Baltimore Museum of Art.

ury. The medals shall be made and delivered at such hmes as may be 
required by the Baltimore Museum of Art in quantities of not less than 
two thousand, but no medals shall be made after December 31, 1976. 
The medals shall be considered to be national medals within the mean­
ing of section 3551 of the Revised Statutes (31 U.S.C. 368). 

SEc. 2. The Secretary of the Treasury shall cause such medals to be 
struck and furnished at not less than the estimated cost of manufac­
ture, including labor, materials guides, use of machinery, and overhead 
expenses. Security satisfactory to the Director of the Mint shall be 
furnished to indemnify the United States for full payment of such 
costs. 

SEc. 3. The medals authorlzed~to be issued pursuant to this Act 
shall be of bronze and of such size or sizes as shall be determined by 
the <Secretary of the Treasury in consultation with the Baltimore 
Museum of Art.
