SUBJECT : S. 3779 - For the relief of
Mrs. David C. Davis

Attached for your consideration is S. 3779, sponsored by
Senator Thurmond.

The enrolled bill would authorize the burial of Mrs. David
C. Davis next to her husband in Post Cemetery Number 2,
Fort Jackson, South Carolina.

Mrs. Davis' husband died in 1940 and was buried in a
cemetery just outside the boundary of Fort Jackson.
When Fort Jackson expanded, the cemetery became part of
the post and since neither Mr. or Mrs. Davis have
served in the armed services, she would not be able to
be buried with him.

Additional information is provided in OMB's enrolled bill
report at Tab A.

OMB, Max Friedersdorf, Counsel's Office (Lazarus) and I
recommend approval of the enrolled bill.

Mr. and Mrs. David C. Davis sold their home and
land to the Army in 1917 when Fort Jackson was
constructed. They settled just outside the Fort
boundaries. Subsequently, Mr. Davis died and was
buried in the nearby Beaulah Church Cemetery. 1In
1940, Fort Jackson was expanded, forcing Mrs.
Davis to move again and also encompassing the old
Beaulah Church Cemetery -- now Post Cemetery
Number 2.

In Senate debate, Senator Thurmond pointed out
that Mrs. Davis, now 84 years old, is apparently
close to death due to complications from a recent

fall and other health problems. She and her family

are seeking permission for her to be buried next
to her husband.




Since neither Mr. nor Mrs. Davis have served in
the Armed Services, Section 281 of Title 24
precludes Mrs. Davis' burial in any national
cemetery. The enrolled bill makes an exception
to this law to authorize the burial of Mrs.
Davis in the Post Cemetery next to her husband.

The Department of the Army, in the attached

letter on the enrolled bill, expresses no objection

Reference is made to your request for the views of the
Department of Defense on enrolled enactment S, 3779, 94th
Congress, "For the relief of Mrs. David C. Davis." The
Department of the Army has been assigned responsibility for
expressing the views of the Department of Defense on this
enrolled enactment,

The Department of the Army on behalf of the Department of
Defense interposes no objection to the approval of the
enrolled enactment.

The act provides that Mrs. David C. Davis may be buried next
to her husband at Fort Jackson, South Carolina,

David C. Davis, Mrs. Davis' husband, died in 1940 and was
buried in Beaulah Church Cemetery, then just outside the
boundary of Fort Jackson, South Carolina., When Fort Jackson
was expanded the cemetery became part of the post and is now
known unofficially as Post Cemetery Number 2, There is
ample room in the cemetery for another grave. The cemetery
is not in such a location that it would presently interfere
with the mission of the post.

Approval of the enactment will cause no apparent increase in
budgetary requirements of the Department of Defense.

This report has been coordinated within the Department of
Defense in accordance with procedures prescribed by the
Secretary of Defense.
