On October 2, 1974, President Gerald Ford nominated Mrs. Marjorie 
Lynch to be Deputy Administrator of the American Revolution Bicenten­
nial Administration. Mrs. Lynch, a naturalized American citizen, born 
in London, England, brings with her to her new position the talents of 
lawmaker, active volunteer and Government administrator. 

Mrs. Lynch came to the United States in 1945 and became an Amer­
ican citizen in 1948. She was educated in public and private schools 
in England. During World War II, she served in the Women•s Auxiliary 
Air Force, becoming an .[\ssistant Adjutant with responsibility for the 
executive administration of both WAAF and RAF personnel. She also 
served with the American Red Cross in London and Paris, dealing pri­
marily with problems related to family situations both in the USA and 
those of American servicemen married to both English and French na­
tionals. 

Mrs. Lynch was appointed to the Washington State Legislature in 
1961 and was elected to the position in 1962. She was re-elected in 
1964, 1966, 1968 and 1970. While in the Legislature, she served as 
Chairman of the Higher Education Committee for five years and was the 
senior member of the House Appropriations Committee. 

During those years, Mrs. Lynch sponsored and co-authored legisla­
tion establishing a new system of Community Colleges that is riow a 
model for many other states. She also sponsored legislation establish­
ing a new state college, group homes for mentally retarded, licensing 
child care agencies, work release programs for inmates of penal insti­

Mrs. Lynch resigned from the Legislature in December, 1971, and 
received a Presidential appointment to be ACTION Regional Director, 
Region X. In that position she was responsible for the coordination 
and program planning for the Foster Grandparents Program (FGP), Volun­
teers in Service to America (VISTA), Service Corps of Retired Execu­
tives (SCORE), Active Corps of Executives (ACE), Retired Senior Volun­
teer Program (RSVP) and University Year for ACTION (UYA), within the 
states of Washington, Oregon, Idaho and Alaska. ACTION is also the 
supervisory agency for Peace Corps volunteers serving developing na­
tions throughout the world. Mrs. Lynch was the first woman appointed 
to a regional directorship within ACTION. 

In 1973, Mrs. Lynch received a Presidential nomination and was 
·confinned by the Senate to be the Associate Director for Domestic and 
Anti-Poverty Operations. In this capacity, she was responsible for 
the total range of ACTION's domestic programs nationwide. 

In 1969, still interested in flying, Mrs. Lynch traveled at 
twice the speed of sound (Mach II) in Air Force Fl-6 from McChord Air 
Force Base near Tacoma, Washington. 

Mrs. Lynch has three daughters: Ms. Valerie (Putnam) Barber, 
Tacoma, Washington; Mrs. Daphne (Chester) Duke, Yakima, Washington; 
and Ms. Teresa Lynch, Yakima, Washington.

Most 
recently, he was Director of cultural programming for the Public 
Broadcasting Service and was personally responsible for making its 
reputation by bringing to it such programs as Alistair Cooke 1 s America, 
The Six Wives of Henry the Vill, and Elizabeth R. He has just finished 
scripting an historic series on American history which he hopes to sell 
to a sponsor for programming next year.

The Six \Vives of Henry the VIII, and Elizabeth R. He has just finished 
scripting an historic series on American history which he hopes to sell 
to a sponsor for programming next year. In addition, he has taught 
American history at SMU and at Harvard. He is, in my judgment,. an 
unusually perceptive observer of the political and social development 
of this country -- its public and private institutions and its social 
dynamics. I have talked often with Sam about ways in which the 
bicentennial year could facilitate a renewed appreciation in America 
of our values, our f?ense of purpose and our contributions to freedom 
and democracy at home and abroad. I believe he has some extremely 
good ideas that are .. not just rhetorical but suitable for translation into 
specific programs. His roots are southern and his values essentially 
conservative and l know of no one else who holds as astute an under­
standing of mainstream America. He was a Rhodes scholar. 

He is the kind of guy I think you might like to meet and who perhaps 
might be able to contribute usefully as a consultant or in a position at 
the Commission. If you would care to meet him., please let me know ..
