I directed the Vice President to hold pQblic forums to 
obtain reconLTnendations for my Bicentennial State of the Union 
Address. In my State of the Union Message of January 1975, 
I pledged to turn this country in a new direction and in 
my State of the Union Message at the beginning of our Bi-
centennial year this past January, I told the American 
people that it is the right direction because it follows 
the truly revolutionary A..rnerican concept of 1776, which 
holds that in a free society the making of public policy 
and successful problem solving involves much more than 
Government. 

It involves a full partnership among all branches 
and all levels of government, private institutions and 
individual citizens. ·

TALKING POINTS: 

This activity today is appropriately held in the Lincoln 
Memorial. There is no more fitting place for the symbolic 
accomplishment of one of our efforts on behalf of the handi-
capped. The symbol of making accessible to the handicapped 
this shrine which is dedicated to the author of The Emanci-
pation Proclamation should be lost on no one. Not an end 
unto itself is the provision of this access, but a dramatiza-
tion of the opening of all public buildings to those who 
would enter -- those who should enter. 

This ceremony today and the assurance of access to this 
building is not the result of chance. Many have made special 
efforts -- some have been working for many years. 

I, myself, have been deeply involved since becoming 
President. 

At the end of my first year in the White House, my Com-
roittee on the Employment of the Handicapped met with leaders 
from large and small businesses, labor unions and groups rep-
resenting the handicapped. The dialogue was forceful and 
enthusiastic and it was abundantly clear tha t often employment 
was more limited by a lack of accessibility in facilities than 
by the handicap of the individual. There was a conse nsus in 
that meeting which influenced my thoughts and which led to 
further actions. · 

I wanted to learn more, so in Fe bruary of this year we 
conducted another White House meeting to explore in dep th 
t he problems of arch i tectura l barriers . Architects, con-
tractor s, civic leaders, consumer r e presentatives, r e pre-
sentatives of the medical profession, and related par amedical 
groups, discussed with informed a nd e x pe rience d handicapped 
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people the best ways to make our environment more accessible 
and functional for all people. There are specif ic problems 
in the White House itself which need to be corrected. 

As a result of citizen participation in this President's 
decision-making process, I issued an Executive Order for 
11 nondiscrimination With Respect To the Handicapped In 
Federally Assisted Programs." 

I have also called for a White House Conference on

I can assure you, 
however, that those of us who have been working for-this 
day, working towards the emancipation symbolized by the 
architectural changes that have taken place here wi ll have 
great personal satisfaction from what we have done. Those 
who have been chained and defeated by their handicaps, 
confined to their chairs, held by their braces, will indeed 
be emancipated when all Federal buildings are adjusted to 
their handicaps. 

In the words of Lincoln, "How weak and fruitless must 
be any word of mine," trying to thank adequately all of 
those who have contributed to the development of this new 
era of access to the handicapped. You have b een part of 
the new politics of participation and citizen decision 
making. And while commending each and every person who 
has thus far contributed, I am calling on you for more. 
We are far from attaining our goal of true and total access. 
It is as Lincoln said when refusing a loan to a somewhat 
wastrel relative - 11 What I propose is that you shall go to 
work tooth and nail," and complete the job.

During the first months of my Administration I consulted with consumers 
from the entire spectrum of our society.

Talking Points: 

Very soon after taking office one of my first priorities was establishing 
a dialogue with ethnic Americans. The re fore, the first White House 
Conference involving ethnic leaders was held soon after I came into 
office. I ordered that meeting because I wanted to learn your views and 
your concerns. 

At that time you asked for a Special Assistant to the President for 
Ethnic Affairs so that there would be direct access to the White House 
for American ethnic groups. I listened to your advice and agreed with 
you, and we now have such a special assistant - - Myron Kuropas. 

You also told me that you were concerned about prospective cuts in the 
ethnic heritage studies program, which were being considered due to 
the economic troubles and the size of the Federal budget. I listened 
again to your concerns and although I made many budget cuts I did not 
reduce the spending level for the Ethnic Heritage Studies Program.

Ideas for the Next Three Weeks 

As you requested at the Senior Staff Meeting this morning, 
attached are inputs from several members of my staff 
recommending basic approaches, campaign events and other 
suggestions that they feel would improve the campaign 
effort. 

In terms of urgent Presidential events that could help 
establish the President's main themes for both the primary 
and general election campaign, I would recommend priority 
consideration be given to the following: 

1. Early next week send a message to the Congress that 
would be the Ford version of the old State of the World 
report. This should simply be transmitted to the Congress 
and on the same day the .President could brief the national 
media, including defense experts in the press, on his 
national security and foreign policy message and then take 
questions (the same thing he did on the budget in January). 
I would suggest that this time, however, that event should 
not be embargoed but should be open to immediate coverage. 

2. Early the following week, I think you should follow 
up on Jim Lynn's suggestion of this morning that the 

· President send a response to the Congress on their concurrent 
resolution on the budget and again have him brief the press 
or have a press conference on that subject. 

3. Within the next two and a half weeks, the President 
should also deliver a major speech that thematically 
outlines his domestic policy approach, both on substantive 
matters and with respect to how he, as President, is putting 
into effect a new politics of participation and involvement 
in America.

As the President goes into each State starting with 
Nebraska, I suggest that he be briefed about the 
appointments . he has made during his Administration 
who come from that State. This information will 
enable the President to identify these individuals 
in his remarks to different audiences, giving the 
city in the State from which they come and their 
previous principal positions with that State.

One unique asset the President has is the bright '-
and capable executive team which he has in place 
and to which he can point with pride. Moreover, the 
pride he has in his appointees, when expressed within 
the States from which they come, will generate a 
feeling of pride among the citizens of that State. 
Attention has been called to new appointments made 
from particular States but we have so far not 
sufficiently publicized previous appointments made 
from the States in which the President is appearing. 

Even t hough the appointed individuals from a parti-
cular State may not have had great prominence there, 
t h e President by mentioning them or introducing them 
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will give them prominence and will evoke interest 
that they do serve in his Administration. The 
result will also help counteract the growing 
feeling that Washington and the people there are 
separate from, and heedless of, the interests and 
concerns of people in the rest of the country. 
The more the President can emphasize that he has 
qualified people in the Administration who are 
not old-time Washington bureaucrats but who have 
recently come to Government from private life 
in the various States, the. more people will feel 
a sense of identification with the Ford Admini-
stration. 

As a starter for implementing this proposal, I 
have attached at TAB A from Douglas Bennett 
material dealing with appointees from Nebraska. 
It may be desirable, even within the short time 
left, to invite one or more of these people to 
accompany the President on his Nebraska trip. ·· 

Douglas should be asked to provide similar informa-
tion for all the States which the President .will 
be visiting and plans should be made to select and 
invite those who should accompany him. In addition, 
for West Virginia, we may want to get out before 
next Tuesday publicity about people from there whom 
the President has appointed.

The following is a list of potential Presidential events rela-
ting to economic policy issues during the next several weeks.
