BROWN, CHAIRMAN OF THE JOINT CHIEFS OF STAFF, WAS QUOTED IN AN
INTERVIEW PUBLISHED OVER THE WEEKEND AS SAYING THAT DEFENDING ISRAEL
HAS BECOME BURDENSOME TO THE U.S. DEFENSE ESTABLISHMENT, AND AGREEING
WITH A QUESTIONER WHO SUGGESTED THIS COUNTRY LACKS THE WILLPOWER TO
CONFRONT THE RUSSIANS IN DEFENSE OF DEMOCRACY.

"GENERAL BROWN ONCE BEFORE SHOULD HAVE BEEN REPRIMANDED OR
DISCHARGED," CARTER SAID. "MR. BUTZ STAYED THERE UNTIL MR. FORD
ASSESSED THE POLITICAL CONSEQUENCES OF WHAT HE SAID AND FINALLY MR.
BUTZ RESIGNED.
