It is 
the American people, their Congress, their President, 
who have great dedication to the children's Clinic, 
which is 600 years old when we are only 200 years old. 

It is the feeling of the American people 
that if we can contribute our skill and our experience 
and our funds to help improve the health and the future 
of young people, that it is the best expression we can 
make as an illustration of the close friendship between 
the Polish people and the American people. 

Young people are the prized possession of 
all people. We love young Polish people, as I am sure 
you love young American people. 

I thank you for the opportunity of being here 
and the honors that you have given me and my people.
