They are S. 1649, Gifts for 
the National Arboretum; S. 896, Volunteers in the Parks Program; 
H. R. 6334, Peace Corps Authorization for Fiscal 1976 and the 
transition quarter; and S. 24, Patent Cooperation Treaty. 
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
