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Thank you very, very much Tom, Governor 
Rhodes, Senator Bob Taft, Congressman Chuck Whalen 
and all of the local officials and distin~uished guests. 
But, most importantly, all the l-londerful people from 
Middletown t-1ho have done a superb i ob in coming out 
here and Nelcoming me on this" occasion. I can't thank 
you enough for your help and assistance come tomorror,l. 

Let me tell you Nhy I think I deserve your 
vote and why I will do l.,hat is 1!ood for the community, 
for this State and this country in the months ahead. 

First, we want to talk about iobs. I want 
to thank Bob Taft, Tom Kindness and Chuck lA1halen and 
the others for consulting with me and urging that I 
impose a quota system on stainless steel so there will 
be more jobs at the ARMCO plants in this communitv. 

Let me make an announcement, if it has 
not been announced already. Yesterday, before I took 
off to come to Ohio I signed the necessary document 
that imposes the import quota on stainless steel 
and it will go into effect, period.

But, in the last 22 months, we have restored 
honesty, trust and confidence in the T:.1hi te House and 
I am darn proud of it. Rut, everybody here is equally 
concerned about inflation and iobs. llThat have He done 
there? It is very simple. 12 pe!'cent r.7hen I became 
President, it is now 3 percent or less. That is progress 
and we are going to do better in the months ahead. 
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In the last yea.r from the depth of the 
recession He have increased total enm10yment in this 
country 3,600,000 more jobs in the last month. It 
was announced by the De?artment of Labor iust last 
Friday that 87,700,000 people have jobs in America, an 
all-time high. We are going to do better than that 
in the months ahead. 

Let me make this commitment to you. I f.d11 
not be satisfied as your President until every person 
who t-Tants a job has a job in America. 

Let me make one final comment. This country 
is a good country. This country is the kind of a 
country that our forefathers established so they could 
give to us the opportunity and the b1essinRs that we 
have. Everv one of us has a stake in ~aking this a better 
country. I ask for your support so that I have the 
oppor.tunitv for the next four years to make this 
country a better place for all of us, but particu1ar1v 
these youn~ people here t.,rho t-Tant the opportunity to do 
better than we have. 

I ask for your help. TrJe have got to win and 
we ~,ri11. 

Let me make this observation. You want 
Bob Taft as your next United States Senator, re-e1ected. 
You want Tom Kindness, Chuck Hh 1 .n, Bud Brown, the 
rest of the de1e~ation. President Ford can win in 
November and President Ford can make certain that 
Bob Taft wins, TQm Kindness wins, that Chuck Whalen 
"Tins, that Bud Brown vdns. 

We don't want a repetition of the debacle 
that took place in 1964. we want a ticket from the 
courthouse to the Hhite House that can t~7in for the 
kind of America that is good for all of us. I ask 
for your support. I have done a good job and I r-rant 
your help.
